Opinion No. 2011-4

Written May 18, 2011, to Bruce Berkley, City Attorney,
Downs.

This opinion is in response to your letter dated April
19, 2011, wherein you request an opinion from the Kansas
Governmental Ethics Commission concerning the appli-
cation of the local conflict of interest laws, K.S.A. 75-4301
et seq. We note at the outset that the Commission’s juris-
diction concerning your questions is limited to K.S.A. 75-
4301 et seq., and the Commission’s opinion does not ad-
dress whether some other statutory system, common law
theory, or agency rule or regulation applies to your in-
quiry.
Factual Statement:

You request this opinion in your capacity as City At-
torney for Downs, Kansas. Your concerns deal with the
issuance of building permits. By city ordinance, the
mayor is the building and zoning inspector, but the
mayor has delegated those duties to the city superinten-
dent. Two city council members, the mayor, and the city
superintendent serve as officers and have a substantial
interest in a local industrial development corporation
(IDC) that has filed a building permit application. The
elected officials have filed disclosure statements, but not
the city superintendent. The city council is also consid-
ering whether to contract with the city clerk’s spouse to
perform masonry work on a city building.

In a conversation with staff, you explained the proce-
dure for processing a request for a building permit. An
applicant receives the application for a building permit
from the city clerk and returns the completed application
and fee to the city clerk. The clerk forwards the applica-
tion to the city superintendent who inspects the property
to determine whether the proposed building would com-
ply with the applicable zoning ordinances and makes a
recommendation to the city council on whether to grant
or deny the application. At its meeting, the city council
considers, discusses, and votes on either granting or de-
nying a building permit.

You present possible conflict of interest issues for the
two city council members, mayor, superintendent, and
clerk.
Questions:

1. Is the issuance of a building permit a contract be-
tween the city and the applicant that requires abstention
of all interested parties?

(continued)
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2. If the issuance of a building permit is not a contract
matter, (a) can the city superintendent take any action on
the building permit application of the IDC without first
filing a disclosure statement and (b) can the mayor and
council members participate, discuss, and vote on the
IDC’s application?

3. If a disclosure statement is not filed, what duties per-
formed by city employees require abstention under
K.S.A. 75-4305?

4. Is the city clerk performing an ‘‘act’’ under K.S.A. 75-
4301a(h) by: (a) providing and receiving an application
for a building permit filed by the clerk’s spouse; (b) re-
cording the meeting where council members consider,
discuss, and vote on the contract with the clerk’s spouse;
(c) attesting to the contract between the city council and
the clerk’s spouse; (d) answering questions on the con-
tract between the city council and clerk’s spouse; and (e)
signing the checks for payment pursuant to the contract
between the city council and clerk’s spouse?
Opinion:

You first ask whether the issuance of a building permit
is a contract between the city and the applicant that re-
quires abstention of all interested parties.

K.S.A. 75-4304 provides:
(a) No local governmental officer or employee shall, in
the capacity of such an officer or employee, make or par-
ticipate in the making of a contract with any person or
business by which the officer or employee is employed or
in whose business the officer or employee has a substan-
tial interest.

(b) No person or business shall enter into any contract
where any local governmental officer or employee, acting
in that capacity, is a signatory to or a participant in the
making of the contract and is employed by or has a sub-
stantial interest in the person or business.

(c) A local governmental officer or employee does not
make or participate in the making of a contract if the of-
ficer or employee abstains from any action in regard to
the contract.

‘‘Contracts’’ are defined in K.S.A. 75-4301a(g) as
‘‘agreements including but not limited to sales and con-
veyances of real and personal property and agreements
for the performance of services.’’

By contrast, the city council’s adoption of a general city
zoning ordinance is a legislative function and the city
council’s decision to grant or deny a permit for a specific
tract of land is a quasi-judicial function. Golden v. City of
Overland Park, 224 Kan. 591, 597 (1978). The Commission
has consistently held that K.S.A. 75-4304 does not gen-
erally cover these matters. (See Commission Opinion
Nos. 2010-06, 2008-11, 2003-24, 1999-51 and 1999-05.) Be-
cause the decision to grant or deny a building permit ap-
plication is not the ‘‘making of a contract,’’ K.S.A. 75-4304
does not require the city employees or city commissioners
to abstain from acting upon the application.

You next ask, if the issuance of a building permit is not
a contract, can the city superintendent take any action on
the building permit application submitted by the IDC
without first filing a disclosure statement and can the
mayor and council members participate, discuss, and
vote on the IDC’s application. K.S.A. 75-4305 governs lo-

cal government officials and employees in non-contract
matters. It states:

(a) Any local governmental officer or employee who has
not filed a disclosure of substantial interests shall, before
acting upon any matter which will affect any business in
which the officer or employee has a substantial interest,
file a written report of the nature of the interest with the
county election officer of the county in which is located
all or the largest geographical part of the officer’s or em-
ployee’s governmental subdivision.

(b) A local governmental officer or employee does not
pass or act upon any matter if the officer or employee
abstains from any action in regard to the matter.

Under K.S.A. 75-4305, the city superintendent cannot
take action, such as inspecting the property for zoning
compliance and making a recommendation to the city
council, on IDC’s building permit application because he
has not disclosed his substantial interest in IDC by filing
a Statement of Substantial Interests. Once he has done so,
the city superintendent may then act upon the building
permit application of IDC. However, the two city council
members and the mayor may participate in the discus-
sions and vote on IDC’s application for a building permit
because they have disclosed their substantial interest in
IDC by filing a Statement of Substantial Interests.

Your third question is, if a city employee has a sub-
stantial interest in a business and does not file a disclosure
statement, what duties performed by city employees re-
quire abstention under K.S.A. 75-4305. In a conversation
with the Commission’s staff, you indicated that your con-
cern is whether K.S.A. 75-4305 covers ministerial acts of
employees, such as a duty that involves no discretion or
judgment in its performance.

K.S.A. 75-4301a(h) defines ‘‘[a]cts’’ as ‘‘the exercise of
power or authority or performance of any duty incident
to public office or employment.’’ This broad definition
includes any duty related to the employee’s public em-
ployment even though such duty may be perfunctory or
ceremonial. Thus, there is no differentiation between the
types of duties that a public employee performs.

Lastly, you inquire if certain duties of the city clerk
qualify as ‘‘acts’’ under K.S.A. 75-4301a(h). Your concern
is, if these duties qualify as ‘‘acts,’’ the clerk will be pro-
hibited from performing ministerial or perfunctory du-
ties. As noted above, the statute does not differentiate
between the duties performed by a public employee.
Thus, if the acts are a part of the city clerk’s duties, they
fall within the definition of K.S.A. 75-4301a(h).

K.S.A. 74-4304(b)-(c) requires abstention only if the em-
ployee acting in the capacity of an employee, makes or
participates ‘‘in the making of a contract with any person
or business . . . in whose business the . . . employee has
a substantial interest.’’ K.S.A. 74-4304(b) prohibits an em-
ployee, acting in the capacity of an employee, to be a sig-
natory to a contract if that employee has a substantial
interest in the person or business.

It does not appear that the acts you describe constitute
participating in or the making of a contract. The first duty
listed (providing and receiving an application for a build-
ing permit filed by the clerk’s spouse) is not a contract
function as discussed in the first question. The second and
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third duties listed (recording the meeting where council
members discuss, and vote on the contract with the
clerk’s spouse and attesting to the contract between the
city council and the clerk’s spouse) are administrative
acts that serve as evidence of the contract, but the acts are
not participating in or the making of a contract. The last
acts listed (answering questions on the contract between
the city council and clerk’s spouse and signing the checks
for payment pursuant to the contract between the city
council and clerk’s spouse) occur after the contract has
become final; thus, the clerk is not negotiating in or mak-
ing the contract.

Additionally, the clerk’s attestation to the contract does
not make the clerk ‘‘a signatory to or a participant in the
making of the contract’’ under K.S.A. 75-4304(b). The
word ‘‘attest’’ means ‘‘to certify to the verity of a copy of
a public document formally by signature; . . . to signify
by subscription of his name that the signer has witnessed
the execution of the particular instrument.’’ Black’s Law
Dictionary 117 (5th ed. 1979). By contrast, the word ‘‘sig-
natory’’ means ‘‘a person who signs a document person-
ally or through his agent and who becomes a party
thereto.’’ Id. at 1239. The clerk’s attestation does not make
the clerk a party to the contract.

Nevertheless, because the above duties are ‘‘acts’’ un-
der K.S.A. 75-4305, the clerk should file a disclosure of
substantial interests before performing the duties of city
clerk in matters involving the contract with her spouse.

Article 1.—AGRICULTURAL CHEMICALS

4-1-2. Definitions. In addition to the terms defined
in K.S.A. 2-2202 and amendments thereto, the following
terms shall have the meanings specified in this regulation:
(a) ‘‘Abstracted,’’ as used in K.S.A. 2-2202(x)(3) and
amendments thereto, means omitted.

(b) ‘‘The act,’’ and ‘‘the agricultural chemical act’’ mean
K.S.A. 2-2201 et seq., and amendments thereto.

(c) ‘‘Authorized representative’’ and ‘‘designee’’ mean
any person authorized by the secretary to enforce the act.

(d) ‘‘Pesticide’’ shall include insecticides, fungicides,
rodenticides, herbicides, nematocides, defoliants, desic-
cants, and antimicrobials.

(e) ‘‘Plant-incorporated protectant’’ means any pesti-
cidal substance produced by any plant and the genetic
material necessary for the plant to produce the substance.

(f) ‘‘Plant regulator’’ shall not include any substance
labeled or otherwise represented solely for use as a plant
nutrient, fertilizer, or soil amendment.

(g) ‘‘Product’’ means one or more pesticides formu-
lated, packaged, and labeled for distribution or sale.

(h) ‘‘Valuable constituent’’ means any active ingredient
or inert ingredient. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 2-
2205; implementing K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 2-2202; effective
Jan. 1, 1966; amended May 1, 1982; amended June 10,
2011.)

4-1-5. Label. The label of each product shall show
clearly and prominently the following items: (a) The com-
plete name of the product under which the product is
registered under the act;

(b) the name and address of the manufacturer, regis-
trant, or person for whom the product was manufactured.
Unless otherwise stated, any name and address on the
label shall be considered as the name and address of the
manufacturer. If the registrant’s name appears on the la-
bel and the registrant is not the manufacturer or if the
name of the person for whom the product was manufac-
tured appears on the label, the name that appears on the
label shall be qualified by appropriate wording that may
include ‘‘packed for,’’ ‘‘distributed by,’’ or ‘‘sold by,’’ to
indicate that the name is not that of the manufacturer. If
the product is manufactured in more than one location or
at a location separate from the manufacturer’s principal
office, then the product label shall state either one of the
addresses where the product is manufactured or the ad-
dress of the manufacturer’s principal office;

(c) the EPA registration number, if required under the
provisions of FIFRA;

(d) the net contents;
(e) an ingredient statement, which shall meet the fol-

lowing requirements:
(1) The ingredient statement shall appear on the front

panel of the label unless the secretary or designee deter-
mines that, due to the size or form of the container, a

(continued)
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statement on that portion of the label is impractical and
permits this statement to appear on another side or panel
of the label. If so permitted, the ingredient statement shall
be in larger type and more prominent than the surround-
ing text. The ingredient statement shall run parallel with
other printed matter on the panel of the label on which
the ingredient statement appears and shall be on a clear,
contrasting background and not obscured or crowded;

(2) the acceptable common name of each active ingre-
dient as specified in FIFRA shall appear on the ingredient
statement or, if the active ingredient has no common
name, the correct chemical name shall be stated. A trade-
mark or trade name shall not be used as the name of an
active ingredient unless the trademark or trade name has
become a common name;

(3) active ingredients and inert ingredients shall be so
designated. The term ‘‘inert ingredient’’ shall appear in
the same size type and be as prominent as the term ‘‘ac-
tive ingredient’’; and

(4) the percentages of all ingredients shall be deter-
mined by weight, and the sum of the percentages of all
ingredients shall be 100. Sliding-scale forms of ingredient
statements shall not be used;

(f) a first aid statement; and
(g) a warning or caution statement. The warning or

caution statement shall appear on the label in a place suf-
ficiently prominent to warn the user and shall state
clearly and in nontechnical language the particular haz-
ards involved in the use of the product and the precau-
tions to be taken to avoid accident, injury, or damage to
humans and other nontarget organisms. (Authorized by
K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 2-2205; implementing K.S.A. 2010
Supp. 2-2202; effective Jan. 1, 1966; amended May 1, 1982;
amended June 10, 2011.)

4-1-6. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2-2205; implementing
K.S.A. 2-2203; effective Jan. 1, 1966; amended May 1, 1982;
revoked June 10, 2011.)

4-1-8. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2-2205; implementing
K.S.A. 2-2203; effective Jan. 1, 1966; amended May 1, 1982;
revoked June 10, 2011.)

4-1-9. Registration. (a) Pursuant to K.S.A. 2-2204
and amendments thereto, a product may be registered by
one of the following: any manufacturer, authorized agent
of the manufacturer, packer, seller, distributor, or shipper
of that product.

(b) The registrant shall be responsible for the accuracy
and completeness of all information submitted in con-
nection with the application for registration of a product.

(c) Each registrant shall submit the product labeling to
the secretary or designee when initially registering the
product and whenever changing or modifying the label-
ing. When a registrant submits a product’s labeling due
to a change or modification in the labeling, the labeling
shall be accompanied with a written statement that
clearly and specifically describes the changes from the
previous labeling and the proposed date of implementa-
tion of the new labeling. After the effective date of a
change in labeling, the product shall be marketed only
under the new labeling. Any registrant may request from
the secretary or designee that a reasonable time be per-

mitted to relabel or dispose of any products with the old
labeling. After the initial registration of a product, any
registrant may register that product no more than four
consecutive years without the submission of the product
label if there is no change to the product label.

(d) Claims or representations made for a product by
the registrant or registrant’s agent shall not differ from
claims or representations made in connection with reg-
istration. These claims or representations shall include the
following:

(1) Publications or advertising literature that accom-
panies the product or is distributed separately from the
product;

(2) advertising by radio, television, internet sites, or
other electronic media; and

(3) verbal and written communication.
(e) If the secretary requires additional information in

support of the registration and the registrant believes that
the requirement for additional data is unreasonable, the
registrant may request a conference with the secretary or
designee to discuss the requirement and consider alter-
natives. Each request for a conference shall be made no
later than 20 days after the date on which the request for
additional data is sent to the registrant.

(f) Each registration shall be valid through the last day
of the calendar year in which the product was registered,
unless the registration has been canceled or suspended
before that day. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 2-2205;
implementing K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 2-2204; effective Jan. 1,
1966; amended May 1, 1982; amended June 10, 2011.)

4-1-9a. Registration for special local need. (a) Each
person registering a product for additional uses and
methods of application not stated on the product’s label-
ing under section three of FIFRA, but not inconsistent
with federal law, for the purpose of meeting a special
local need shall submit an application for the special local
need to the secretary or designee. Each application shall
include the following:

(1) A statement explaining why a special local need reg-
istration is necessary;

(2) efficacy and residue data;
(3) a letter from a subject matter expert, as recognized

by the secretary or designee, detailing support for the
special local need registration;

(4) EPA form 8570-25, ‘‘application for/notification of
state registration of a pesticide to meet a special local
need’’; and

(5) a proposed label for the product.
(b) A product shall not be eligible for special local need

registration if at least one of the following conditions is
met:

(1) There is insufficient evidence to support a special
local need for the additional use or method of application
within the state.

(2) The registrant and product do not meet all require-
ments under the act and the Kansas pesticide law.

(3) For a food or feed use, the additional use or method
of application does not have an established residue tol-
erance, or an exemption from tolerance, under FIFRA.

(4) The same use or method of application has previ-
ously been denied, disapproved, suspended, or cancelled
by EPA.
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(5) The same use or method of application has been
voluntarily cancelled by the registrant.

(c) A special local need registration shall be issued to
the applicant upon referral of the application to EPA by
the secretary.

(d) A special local need registration shall be immedi-
ately cancelled by the secretary or designee if the appli-
cation is disapproved by EPA.

(e) Each special local need registration of a product
shall be renewed annually, but may be renewed no more
than four times without resubmission of a special local
need request pursuant to K.A.R. 4-1-9a. (Authorized by
K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 2-2205 and K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 2-2214;
implementing K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 2-2207; effective June 10,
2011.)

4-1-9b. Emergency situation exemptions. (a) Any
person may submit a request for a registration exemption
under section 18 of FIFRA to the secretary or designee if
an emergency situation exists.

(b) ‘‘Emergency situation’’ shall include the following:
a specific emergency, a public health emergency, a quar-
antine emergency, and a crisis emergency that is urgent
and nonroutine.

(c) Each request for registration exemption under sec-
tion 18 of FIFRA shall include documentation of each of
the following:

(1) No effective registered products are available.
(2) No feasible alternative control practices are availa-

ble.
(3) The emergency situation involves the introduction

of a new pest, will present significant risks to human
health or the environment, or will cause significant eco-
nomic loss.

(d) Each person seeking an emergency situation ex-
emption shall compile and present to the secretary or des-
ignee any additional information required by EPA to sup-
port the request.

(e) Each person distributing a product under the emer-
gency situation exemption shall provide the end user
with the product labeling that was approved for the
emergency situation exemption.

(f) Each person distributing or using products under an
emergency situation exemption shall meet the following
requirements:

(1) Comply with all reporting requirements contained
within the emergency situation exemption; and

(2) notify the secretary or designee of any adverse ef-
fects resulting from the use of the product. (Authorized
by K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 2-2205; implementing K.S.A. 2009
Supp. 2-2207; effective June 10, 2011.)

4-1-11. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2-2205; implementing
K.S.A. 2-2202; effective Jan. 1, 1966; amended May 1, 1982;
revoked June 10, 2011.)

4-1-13. Enforcement; product sampling. Collection
of samples of products for analysis shall be performed by
the secretary or designee. A sample may be taken as ei-
ther an unopened original package or a portion from the
unopened original package. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2009
Supp. 2-2205; implementing K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 2-2206, as
amended by L. 2010, ch. 17, §10; effective Jan. 1, 1966;
amended May 1, 1982; amended June 10, 2011.)

4-1-14. Experimental use. (a) A product, including
a plant or seed modified genetically to include a plant-
incorporated protectant, may be distributed for experi-
mental use without registration under K.S.A. 2-2204, and
amendments thereto, if either of the following conditions
is met:

(1) A permit for the product has been obtained from
the secretary or designee.

(2) The experimental use of the product is limited to
one of the following:

(A) Laboratory or greenhouse tests; or
(B) a small-scale test conducted on a cumulative total

of no more than one acre of land per pest.
(b) An experimental use permit may be issued if the

secretary or designee determines that the applicant needs
the permit to accumulate information necessary to reg-
ister a pesticide under K.S.A. 2-2204, and amendments
thereto. Issuance of an experimental use permit may be
denied by the secretary or designee if it is determined that
the proposed use of the pesticide could cause unreason-
able adverse effects on the environment. Terms, condi-
tions, and a limited time period of the experimental use
permit may be prescribed by the secretary or designee.

(c) Each application for experimental use shall include
the following:

(1) The name and address of the applicant;
(2) the purpose or objectives of the experimental use

and the experimental protocols to be followed;
(3) the name, address, and telephone number of all par-

ticipants in the experimental use in Kansas;
(4) the amount of the product, including a plant or seed

modified genetically to include a plant-incorporated pro-
tectant, to be shipped into or used in Kansas;

(5) the applicant’s signature;
(6) documentation of EPA approval;
(7) a copy of the experimental use product labeling ap-

proved by EPA; and
(8) any other relevant information requested by the sec-

retary or designee. If the secretary requires additional in-
formation in support of the application and the applicant
believes that the requirement for additional data is un-
reasonable, the applicant may request a conference with
the secretary or designee to discuss the requirement and
consider alternatives. Each request for a conference shall
be made no later than 20 days after the date the request
for additional data is sent to the applicant.

(d) After the permit is issued, the permittee shall meet
the following requirements:

(1) Coordinate the dates and locations of the proposed
use of the product with the secretary or designee; and

(2) notify the secretary or designee of any adverse ef-
fects resulting from the experimental use within 24 hours
of discovery.

(2) The secretary or designee, after taking into account
the economic, social, and environmental costs and bene-

SENATE BILL No. 10

AN ACT concerning taxation; relating to sales taxation, countywide
retailers’ sales tax, periods of limitation for certain refunds and
credits; property taxation, delinquent or underpaid taxes and
overpayment of taxes, clerical errors, rate of interest; amending
K.S.A. 79-2968 and K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 12-187, 12-189, 12-192, 79-
1701a and 79-3609 and repealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 12-187 is hereby amended to read

as follows: 12-187. (a) No city shall impose a retailers’ sales tax
under the provisions of this act without the governing body of such
city having first submitted such proposition to and having received
the approval of a majority of the electors of the city voting thereon
at an election called and held therefor. The governing body of any
city may submit the question of imposing a retailers’ sales tax and
the governing body shall be required to submit the question upon
submission of a petition signed by electors of such city equal in
number to not less than 10% of the electors of such city.

(b) (1) The board of county commissioners of any county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
to the electors at an election called and held thereon, and any such
board shall be required to submit the question upon submission of
a petition signed by electors of such county equal in number to not
less than 10% of the electors of such county who voted at the last
preceding general election for the office of secretary of state, or
upon receiving resolutions requesting such an election passed by
not less than 2⁄3 of the membership of the governing body of each
of one or more cities within such county which contains a popu-

lation of not less than 25% of the entire population of the county,
or upon receiving resolutions requesting such an election passed
by 2⁄3 of the membership of the governing body of each of one or
more taxing subdivisions within such county which levy not less
than 25% of the property taxes levied by all taxing subdivisions
within the county.

(2) The board of county commissioners of Anderson, Atchison,
Barton, Brown, Butler, Chase, Cowley, Cherokee, Crawford, Ford,
Franklin, Jefferson, Linn, Lyon, Marion, Miami, Montgomery, Ne-
osho, Osage, Ottawa, Reno, Riley, Saline, Seward, Sumner, Wa-
baunsee, Wilson and Wyandotte counties may submit the question
of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax and pledging the rev-
enue received therefrom for the purpose of financing the construc-
tion or remodeling of a courthouse, jail, law enforcement center
facility or other county administrative facility, to the electors at an
election called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this
paragraph shall expire when sales tax sufficient to pay all of the
costs incurred in the financing of such facility has been collected
by retailers as determined by the secretary of revenue. Nothing in
this paragraph shall be construed to allow the rate of tax imposed
by Butler, Chase, Cowley, Lyon, Montgomery, Neosho, Riley, Sum-
ner or Wilson county pursuant to this paragraph to exceed or be
imposed at any rate other than the rates prescribed in K.S.A. 12-
189, and amendments thereto.

(3) (A) Except as otherwise provided in this paragraph, the re-
sult of the election held on November 8, 1988, on the question
submitted by the board of county commissioners of Jackson county
for the purpose of increasing its countywide retailers’ sales tax by
1% is hereby declared valid, and the revenue received therefrom
by the county shall be expended solely for the purpose of financing
the Banner Creek reservoir project. The tax imposed pursuant to
this paragraph shall take effect on the effective date of this act and
shall expire not later than five years after such date.

(B) The result of the election held on November 8, 1994, on the
question submitted by the board of county commissioners of Ot-
tawa county for the purpose of increasing its countywide retailers’
sales tax by 1% is hereby declared valid, and the revenue received
therefrom by the county shall be expended solely for the purpose
of financing the erection, construction and furnishing of a law en-
forcement center and jail facility.

(C) Except as otherwise provided in this paragraph, the result
of the election held on November 2, 2004, on the question submit-
ted by the board of county commissioners of Sedgwick county for
the purpose of increasing its countywide retailers’ sales tax by 1%
is hereby declared valid, and the revenue received therefrom by
the county shall be used only to pay the costs of: (i) Acquisition of
a site and constructing and equipping thereon a new regional
events center, associated parking and infrastructure improvements
and related appurtenances thereto, to be located in the downtown
area of the city of Wichita, Kansas, (the ‘‘downtown arena’’); (ii)
design for the Kansas coliseum complex and construction of im-
provements to the pavilions; and (iii) establishing an operating and
maintenance reserve for the downtown arena and the Kansas col-
iseum complex. The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall
commence on July 1, 2005, and shall terminate not later than 30
months after the commencement thereof.

(D) Except as otherwise provided in this paragraph, the result
of the election held on August 5, 2008, on the question submitted
by the board of county commissioners of Lyon county for the pur-
pose of increasing its countywide retailers’ sales tax by 1% is
hereby declared valid, and the revenue received therefrom by the
county shall be expended for the purposes of ad valorem tax reduc-
tion and capital outlay. The tax imposed pursuant to this para-
graph shall terminate not later than five years after the commence-
ment thereof.

(E) Except as otherwise provided in this paragraph, the result
of the election held on August 5, 2008, on the question submitted
by the board of county commissioners of Rawlins county for the
purpose of increasing its countywide retailers’ sales tax by .75% is
hereby declared valid, and the revenue received therefrom by the
county shall be expended for the purposes of financing the costs
of a swimming pool. The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph
shall terminate not later than 15 years after the commencement
thereof or upon payment of all costs authorized pursuant to this
paragraph in the financing of such project.
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(F) The result of the election held on December 1, 2009, on the
question submitted by the board of county commissioners of Chau-
tauqua county for the purpose of increasing its countywide retail-
ers’ sales tax by 1% is hereby declared valid, and the revenue re-
ceived from such tax by the county shall be expended for the
purposes of financing the costs of constructing, furnishing and
equipping a county jail and law enforcement center and necessary
improvements appurtenant to such jail and law enforcement cen-
ter. Any tax imposed pursuant to authority granted in this para-
graph shall terminate upon payment of all costs authorized pur-
suant to this paragraph incurred in the financing of the project
described in this paragraph.

(4) The board of county commissioners of Finney and Ford
counties may submit the question of imposing a countywide re-
tailers’ sales tax at the rate of .25% and pledging the revenue re-
ceived therefrom for the purpose of financing all or any portion of
the cost to be paid by Finney or Ford county for construction of
highway projects identified as system enhancements under the
provisions of paragraph (5) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 68-2314, and
amendments thereto, to the electors at an election called and held
thereon. Such election shall be called and held in the manner pro-
vided by the general bond law. The tax imposed pursuant to this
paragraph shall expire upon the payment of all costs authorized
pursuant to this paragraph in the financing of such highway pro-
jects. Nothing in this paragraph shall be construed to allow the rate
of tax imposed by Finney or Ford county pursuant to this para-
graph to exceed the maximum rate prescribed in K.S.A. 12-189, and
amendments thereto. If any funds remain upon the payment of all
costs authorized pursuant to this paragraph in the financing of
such highway projects in Finney county, the state treasurer shall
remit such funds to the treasurer of Finney county and upon receipt
of such moneys shall be deposited to the credit of the county road
and bridge fund. If any funds remain upon the payment of all costs
authorized pursuant to this paragraph in the financing of such
highway projects in Ford county, the state treasurer shall remit
such funds to the treasurer of Ford county and upon receipt of such
moneys shall be deposited to the credit of the county road and
bridge fund.

(5) The board of county commissioners of any county may sub-
mit the question of imposing a retailers’ sales tax at the rate of .25%,
.5%, .75% or 1% and pledging the revenue received therefrom for
the purpose of financing the provision of health care services, as
enumerated in the question, to the electors at an election called and
held thereon. Whenever any county imposes a tax pursuant to this
paragraph, any tax imposed pursuant to paragraph (2) of subsec-
tion (a) by any city located in such county shall expire upon the
effective date of the imposition of the countywide tax, and there-
after the state treasurer shall remit to each such city that portion
of the countywide tax revenue collected by retailers within such
city as certified by the director of taxation. The tax imposed pur-
suant to this paragraph shall be deemed to be in addition to the
rate limitations prescribed in K.S.A. 12-189, and amendments
thereto. As used in this paragraph, health care services shall in-
clude but not be limited to the following: Local health departments,
city or county hospitals, city or county nursing homes, preventive
health care services including immunizations, prenatal care and
the postponement of entry into nursing homes by home care serv-
ices, mental health services, indigent health care, physician or
health care worker recruitment, health education, emergency med-
ical services, rural health clinics, integration of health care services,
home health services and rural health networks.

(6) The board of county commissioners of Allen county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of .5% and pledging the revenue received therefrom for
the purpose of financing the costs of operation and construction of
a solid waste disposal area or the modification of an existing land-
fill to comply with federal regulations to the electors at an election
called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this para-
graph shall expire upon the payment of all costs incurred in the
financing of the project undertaken. Nothing in this paragraph
shall be construed to allow the rate of tax imposed by Allen county
pursuant to this paragraph to exceed or be imposed at any rate
other than the rates prescribed in K.S.A. 12-189 and amendments
thereto.

(7) The board of county commissioners of Clay, Dickinson and
Miami county may submit the question of imposing a countywide

retailers’ sales tax at the rate of .50% in the case of Clay and Dick-
inson county and at a rate of up to 1% in the case of Miami county,
and pledging the revenue received therefrom for the purpose of
financing the costs of roadway construction and improvement to
the electors at an election called and held thereon. Except as oth-
erwise provided, the tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall
expire after five years from the date such tax is first collected. The
result of the election held on November 2, 2004, on the question
submitted by the board of county commissioners of Miami county
for the purpose of extending for an additional five-year period the
countywide retailers’ sales tax imposed pursuant to this subsection
in Miami county is hereby declared valid. The countywide retail-
ers’ sales tax imposed pursuant to this subsection in Clay and Mi-
ami county may be extended or reenacted for additional five-year
periods upon the board of county commissioners of Clay and Mi-
ami county submitting such question to the electors at an election
called and held thereon for each additional five-year period as pro-
vided by law.

(8) The board of county commissioners of Sherman county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of 1% and pledging the revenue received therefrom for
the purpose of financing the costs of street and roadway improve-
ments to the electors at an election called and held thereon. The
tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall expire upon payment
of all costs authorized pursuant to this paragraph in the financing
of such project.

(9) The board of county commissioners of Cowley, Crawford,
Russell and Woodson county may submit the question of imposing
a countywide retailers’ sales tax at the rate of .5% in the case of
Crawford, Russell and Woodson county and at a rate of up to .25%,
in the case of Cowley county and pledging the revenue received
therefrom for the purpose of financing economic development in-
itiatives or public infrastructure projects. The tax imposed pursu-
ant to this paragraph shall expire after five years from the date
such tax is first collected.

(10) The board of county commissioners of Franklin county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .25% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing recreational facilities. The tax imposed
pursuant to this paragraph shall expire upon payment of all costs
authorized in financing such facilities.

(11) The board of county commissioners of Douglas county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .25% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purposes of preservation conservation, access and manage-
ment of open space, and for industrial and business park related
economic development; preservation of cultural heritage; and economic
development projects and activities.

(12) The board of county commissioners of Shawnee county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .25% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
to the city of Topeka for the purpose of financing the costs of re-
building the Topeka boulevard bridge and other public infrastruc-
ture improvements associated with such project to the electors at
an election called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to
this paragraph shall expire upon payment of all costs authorized
in financing such project.

(13) The board of county commissioners of Jackson county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at a rate of .4% and pledging the revenue received therefrom as
follows: 50% of such revenues for the purpose of financing for ec-
onomic development initiatives; and 50% of such revenues for the
purpose of financing public infrastructure projects to the electors
at an election called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant
to this paragraph shall expire after seven years from the date such
tax is first collected. The board of county commissioners of Jackson
county may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at a rate of .4% which such tax shall take effect after the expiration of
the tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph prior to the effective date of
this act, and pledging the revenue received therefrom for the purpose of
financing public infrastructure projects to the electors at an election called
and held thereon. Such tax shall expire after seven years from the date
such tax is first collected.

(14) The board of county commissioners of Neosho county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax

(continued)
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at the rate of .5% and pledging the revenue received therefrom for
the purpose of financing the costs of roadway construction and
improvement to the electors at an election called and held thereon.
The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall expire upon pay-
ment of all costs authorized pursuant to this paragraph in the fi-
nancing of such project.

(15) The board of county commissioners of Saline county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of up to .5% and pledging the revenue received there-
from for the purpose of financing the costs of construction and
operation of an expo center to the electors at an election called and
held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall
expire after five years from the date such tax is first collected.

(16) The board of county commissioners of Harvey county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of 1.0% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the costs of property tax relief, eco-
nomic development initiatives and public infrastructure improve-
ments to the electors at an election called and held thereon.

(17) The board of county commissioners of Atchison county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .25% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the costs of construction and mainte-
nance of sports and recreational facilities to the electors at an elec-
tion called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this
paragraph shall expire upon payment of all costs authorized in
financing such facilities.

(18) The board of county commissioners of Wabaunsee county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .5% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the costs of bridge and roadway con-
struction and improvement to the electors at an election called and
held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall
expire after 15 years from the date such tax is first collected.

(19) The board of county commissioners of Jefferson county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of 1% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the costs of roadway construction and
improvement to the electors at an election called and held thereon.
The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall expire after six
years from the date such tax is first collected. The countywide re-
tailers’ sales tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph may be ex-
tended or reenacted for additional six-year periods upon the board
of county commissioners of Jefferson county submitting such ques-
tion to the electors at an election called and held thereon for each
additional six-year period as provided by law.

(20) The board of county commissioners of Riley county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of up to 1% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the costs of bridge and roadway con-
struction and improvement to the electors at an election called and
held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall
expire after five years from the date such tax is first collected.

(21) The board of county commissioners of Johnson county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .25% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the construction and operation costs
of public safety projects, including, but not limited to, a jail, deten-
tion center, sheriff’s resource center, crime lab or other county ad-
ministrative or operational facility dedicated to public safety, to
the electors at an election called and held thereon. The tax imposed
pursuant to this paragraph shall expire after 10 years from the date
such tax is first collected. The countywide retailers’ sales tax im-
posed pursuant to this subsection may be extended or reenacted
for additional periods not exceeding 10 years upon the board of
county commissioners of Johnson county submitting such question
to the electors at an election called and held thereon for each ad-
ditional ten-year period as provided by law.

(22) The board of county commissioners of Wilson county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of up to 1% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the costs of roadway construction and
improvements to federal highways, the development of a new in-
dustrial park and other public infrastructure improvements to the
electors at an election called and held thereon. The tax imposed

pursuant to this paragraph shall expire upon payment of all costs
authorized pursuant to this paragraph in the financing of such pro-
ject or projects.

(23) The board of county commissioners of Butler county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of either .25%, .5%, .75% or 1% and pledging the revenue
received therefrom for the purpose of financing the costs of public
safety capital projects or bridge and roadway construction projects,
or both, to the electors at an election called and held thereon. The
tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall expire upon payment
of all costs authorized in financing such projects.

(24) The board of county commissioners of Barton county may
submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax
at the rate of up to .5% and pledging the revenue received there-
from for the purpose of financing the costs of roadway and bridge
construction and improvement and infrastructure development
and improvement to the electors at an election called and held
thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this paragraph shall expire
after 10 years from the date such tax is first collected.

(25) The board of county commissioners of Jefferson county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .25% and pledging the revenue received therefrom
for the purpose of financing the costs of the county’s obligation as
participating employer to make employer contributions and other
required contributions to the Kansas public employees retirement
system for eligible employees of the county who are members of
the Kansas police and firemen’s retirement system, to the electors
at an election called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant
to this paragraph shall expire upon payment of all costs authorized
in financing such purpose.

(26) The board of county commissioners of Pottawatomie
county may submit the question of imposing a countywide retail-
ers’ sales tax at the rate of up to .5% and pledging the revenue
received therefrom for the purpose of financing the costs of con-
struction or remodeling of a courthouse, jail, law enforcement cen-
ter facility or other county administrative facility, or public infra-
structure improvements, or both, to the electors at an election
called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant to this para-
graph shall expire upon payment of all costs authorized in financ-
ing such project or projects.

(27) The board of county commissioners of Kingman county
may submit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales
tax at the rate of .25%, .5%, .75% or 1% and pledging the revenue
received therefrom for the purpose of financing the costs of con-
structing and furnishing a law enforcement center and jail facility
and the costs of roadway and bridge improvements to the electors
at an election called and held thereon. The tax imposed pursuant
to this paragraph shall expire not later than 20 years from the date
such tax is first collected.

(28) The board of county commissioners of Edwards county may sub-
mit the question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax at the rate
of .375% and pledging the revenue therefrom for the purpose of financing
the costs of economic development initiatives to the electors at an election
called and held thereon.

(c) The boards of county commissioners of any two or more
contiguous counties, upon adoption of a joint resolution by such
boards, may submit the question of imposing a retailers’ sales tax
within such counties to the electors of such counties at an election
called and held thereon and such boards of any two or more con-
tiguous counties shall be required to submit such question upon
submission of a petition in each of such counties, signed by a num-
ber of electors of each of such counties where submitted equal in
number to not less than 10% of the electors of each of such counties
who voted at the last preceding general election for the office of
secretary of state, or upon receiving resolutions requesting such an
election passed by not less than 2⁄3 of the membership of the gov-
erning body of each of one or more cities within each of such coun-
ties which contains a population of not less than 25% of the entire
population of each of such counties, or upon receiving resolutions
requesting such an election passed by 2⁄3 of the membership of the
governing body of each of one or more taxing subdivisions within
each of such counties which levy not less than 25% of the property
taxes levied by all taxing subdivisions within each of such counties.

(d) Any city retailers’ sales tax being levied by a city prior to
July 1, 2006, shall continue in effect until repealed in the manner
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provided herein for the adoption and approval of such tax or until
repealed by the adoption of an ordinance for such repeal. Any
countywide retailers’ sales tax in the amount of .5% or 1% in effect
on July 1, 1990, shall continue in effect until repealed in the manner
provided herein for the adoption and approval of such tax.

(e) Any city or county proposing to adopt a retailers’ sales tax
shall give notice of its intention to submit such proposition for
approval by the electors in the manner required by K.S.A. 10-120,
and amendments thereto. The notices shall state the time of the
election and the rate and effective date of the proposed tax. If a
majority of the electors voting thereon at such election fail to ap-
prove the proposition, such proposition may be resubmitted under
the conditions and in the manner provided in this act for submis-
sion of the proposition. If a majority of the electors voting thereon
at such election shall approve the levying of such tax, the govern-
ing body of any such city or county shall provide by ordinance or
resolution, as the case may be, for the levy of the tax. Any repeal
of such tax or any reduction or increase in the rate thereof, within
the limits prescribed by K.S.A. 12-189, and amendments thereto,
shall be accomplished in the manner provided herein for the adop-
tion and approval of such tax except that the repeal of any such
city retailers’ sales tax may be accomplished by the adoption of an
ordinance so providing.

(f) The sufficiency of the number of signers of any petition filed
under this section shall be determined by the county election of-
ficer. Every election held under this act shall be conducted by the
county election officer.

(g) The governing body of the city or county proposing to levy
any retailers’ sales tax shall specify the purpose or purposes for
which the revenue would be used, and a statement generally de-
scribing such purpose or purposes shall be included as a part of
the ballot proposition.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 12-189 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 12-189. The rate of any city retailers’ sales tax shall be fixed
in increments of .05% and in an amount not to exceed 2% for gen-
eral purposes and not to exceed 1% for special purposes which
shall be determined by the governing body of the city. For any
retailers’ sales tax imposed by a city for special purposes, such city
shall specify the purposes for which such tax is imposed. All such
special purpose retailers’ sales taxes imposed by a city shall expire
after 10 years from the date such tax is first collected. The rate of
any countywide retailers’ sales tax shall be fixed in an amount not
to exceed 1% and shall be fixed in increments of .25%, and which
amount shall be determined by the board of county commissioners,
except that:

(a) The board of county commissioners of Wabaunsee county,
for the purposes of paragraph (2) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-
187, and amendments thereto, may fix such rate at 1.25%; the board
of county commissioners of Osage or Reno county, for the purposes
of paragraph (2) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amend-
ments thereto, may fix such rate at 1.25% or 1.5%; the board of
county commissioners of Cherokee, Crawford, Ford, Saline, Sew-
ard or Wyandotte county, for the purposes of paragraph (2) of
subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amendments thereto, may fix
such rate at 1.5%, the board of county commissioners of Atchison
county, for the purposes of paragraph (2) of subsection (b) of K.S.A.

187, and amendments thereto, may fix such rate at a percentage
which is equal to the sum of the rate otherwise allowed pursuant
to this section, plus .25%, .5%, .75%, or 1%; and

(bb) the board of county commissioners of Edwards county, for the
purposes of paragraph (28) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amend-
ments thereto, may fix such rate at 1.375%.

Any county or city levying a retailers’ sales tax is hereby pro-
hibited from administering or collecting such tax locally, but shall
utilize the services of the state department of revenue to adminis-
ter, enforce and collect such tax. Except as otherwise specifically
provided in K.S.A. 12-189a, and amendments thereto, such tax
shall be identical in its application, and exemptions therefrom, to
the Kansas retailers’ sales tax act and all laws and administrative
rules and regulations of the state department of revenue relating
to the Kansas retailers’ sales tax shall apply to such local sales tax
insofar as such laws and rules and regulations may be made ap-
plicable. The state director of taxation is hereby authorized to ad-
minister, enforce and collect such local sales taxes and to adopt
such rules and regulations as may be necessary for the efficient and
effective administration and enforcement thereof.

Upon receipt of a certified copy of an ordinance or resolution
authorizing the levy of a local retailers’ sales tax, the director of
taxation shall cause such taxes to be collected within or without
the boundaries of such taxing subdivision at the same time and in
the same manner provided for the collection of the state retailers’
sales tax. Such copy shall be submitted to the director of taxation
within 30 days after adoption of any such ordinance or resolution.
All moneys collected by the director of taxation under the provi-
sions of this section shall be credited to a county and city retailers’
sales tax fund which fund is hereby established in the state treas-
ury, except that all moneys collected by the director of taxation
pursuant to the authority granted in paragraph (22) of subsection
(b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amendments thereto, shall be credited to
the Wilson county capital improvements fund. Any refund due on
any county or city retailers’ sales tax collected pursuant to this act
shall be paid out of the sales tax refund fund and reimbursed by
the director of taxation from collections of local retailers’ sales tax
revenue. Except for local retailers’ sales tax revenue required to be
deposited in the redevelopment bond fund established under
K.S.A. 74-8927, and amendments thereto, all local retailers’ sales
tax revenue collected within any county or city pursuant to this act
shall be apportioned and remitted at least quarterly by the state
treasurer, on instruction from the director of taxation, to the trea-
surer of such county or city.

Revenue that is received from the imposition of a local retailers’
sales tax which exceeds the amount of revenue required to pay the
costs of a special project for which such revenue was pledged shall
be credited to the city or county general fund, as the case requires.

The director of taxation shall provide, upon request by a city or
county clerk or treasurer or finance officer of any city or county
levying a local retailers’ sales tax, monthly reports identifying each
retailer doing business in such city or county or making taxable
sales sourced to such city or county, setting forth the tax liability
and the amount of such tax remitted by each retailer during the

preceding month and identifying each business location main-
tained by the retailer and such retailer’s sales or use tax registration
or account number. Such report shall be made available to the clerk
or treasurer or finance officer of such city or county within a rea-
sonable time after it has been requested from the director of taxa-
tion. The director of taxation shall be allowed to assess a reasonable
fee for the issuance of such report. Information received by any city
or county pursuant to this section shall be confidential, and it shall
be unlawful for any officer or employee of such city or county to
divulge any such information in any manner. Any violation of this
paragraph by a city or county officer or employee is a class A mis-
demeanor, and such officer or employee shall be dismissed from
office. Reports of violations of this paragraph shall be investigated
by the attorney general. The district attorney or county attorney
and the attorney general shall have authority to prosecute viola-
tions of this paragraph.

Sec. 3. K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 12-192 is hereby amended to read as
follows: 12-192. (a) Except as otherwise provided by subsection (b),
(d) or (h), all revenue received by the director of taxation from a
countywide retailers’ sales tax shall be apportioned among the
county and each city located in such county in the following man-
ner: (1) One-half of all revenue received by the director of taxation
shall be apportioned among the county and each city located in
such county in the proportion that the total tangible property tax
levies made in such county in the preceding year for all funds of
each such governmental unit bear to the total of all such levies
made in the preceding year, and (2) 1⁄2 of all revenue received by
the director of taxation from such countywide retailers’ sales tax
shall be apportioned among the county and each city located in
such county, first to the county that portion of the revenue equal
to the proportion that the population of the county residing in the
unincorporated area of the county bears to the total population of
the county, and second to the cities in the proportion that the pop-
ulation of each city bears to the total population of the county,
except that no persons residing within the Fort Riley military res-
ervation shall be included in the determination of the population
of any city located within Riley county. All revenue apportioned
to a county shall be paid to its county treasurer and shall be cred-
ited to the general fund of the county.

(b) (1) In lieu of the apportionment formula provided in sub-
section (a), all revenue received by the director of taxation from a
countywide retailers’ sales tax imposed within Johnson county at
the rate of .75%, 1% or 1.25% after July 1, 2007, shall be apportioned
among the county and each city located in such county in the fol-
lowing manner: (A) The revenue received from the first .5% rate
of tax shall be apportioned in the manner prescribed by subsection
(a) and (B) the revenue received from the rate of tax exceeding .5%
shall be apportioned as follows: (i) One-fourth shall be apportioned
among the county and each city located in such county in the pro-
portion that the total tangible property tax levies made in such
county in the preceding year for all funds of each such govern-
mental unit bear to the total of all such levies made in the preceding
year and (ii) one-fourth shall be apportioned among the county
and each city located in such county, first to the county that portion

(2) In lieu of the apportionment formula provided in subsec-
tion (a), all money received by the director of taxation from a coun-
tywide sales tax imposed within Montgomery county pursuant to
the election held on November 8, 1994, shall be remitted to and
shall be retained by the county and expended only for the purpose
for which the revenue received from the tax was pledged. All rev-
enue apportioned and paid from the imposition of such tax to the
treasurer of any city prior to the effective date of this act shall be
remitted to the county treasurer and expended only for the purpose
for which the revenue received from the tax was pledged.

(3) In lieu of the apportionment formula provided in subsec-
tion (a), on and after the effective date of this act, all moneys re-
ceived by the director of taxation from a countywide retailers’ sales
tax imposed within Phillips county pursuant to the election held
on September 20, 2005, shall be remitted to and shall be retained
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by the county and expended only for the purpose for which the
revenue received from the tax was pledged.

(c) (1) Except as otherwise provided by paragraph (2) of this
subsection, for purposes of subsections (a) and (b), the term ‘‘total
tangible property tax levies’’ means the aggregate dollar amount
of tax revenue derived from ad valorem tax levies applicable to all
tangible property located within each such city or county. The ad
valorem property tax levy of any county or city district entity or
subdivision shall be included within this term if the levy of any
such district entity or subdivision is applicable to all tangible prop-
erty located within each such city or county.

(2) For the purposes of subsections (a) and (b), any ad valorem
property tax levied on property located in a city in Johnson county
for the purpose of providing fire protection service in such city
shall be included within the term ‘‘total tangible property tax lev-
ies’’ for such city regardless of its applicability to all tangible prop-
erty located within each such city. If the tax is levied by a district
which extends across city boundaries, for purposes of this com-
putation, the amount of such levy shall be apportioned among each
city in which such district extends in the proportion that such tax
levied within each city bears to the total tax levied by the district.

(d) (1) All revenue received from a countywide retailers’ sales
tax imposed pursuant to paragraphs (2), (3)(C), (3)(F), (6), (7), (8),
(9), (12), (14), (15), (16), (17), (18), (19), (20), (22), (23), (25) and, (27)
and (28) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amendments
thereto, shall be remitted to and shall be retained by the county
and expended only for the purpose for which the revenue received
from the tax was pledged.

(2) Except as otherwise provided in paragraph (5) of subsection
(b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amendments thereto, all revenues received
from a countywide retailers’ sales tax imposed pursuant to para-
graph (5) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amendments
thereto, shall be remitted to and shall be retained by the county
and expended only for the purpose for which the revenue received
from the tax was pledged.

(3) All revenue received from a countywide retailers’ sales tax
imposed pursuant to paragraph (26) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-
187, and amendments thereto, shall be remitted to and shall be
retained by the county and expended only for the purpose for
which the revenue received from the tax was pledged unless the
question of imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax authorized
by paragraph (26) of subsection (b) of K.S.A. 12-187, and amend-
ments thereto, includes the apportionment of revenue prescribed
in subsection (a).

(e) All revenue apportioned to the several cities of the county
shall be paid to the respective treasurers thereof and deposited in
the general fund of the city. Whenever the territory of any city is
located in two or more counties and any one or more of such coun-
ties do not levy a countywide retailers’ sales tax, or whenever such
counties do not levy countywide retailers’ sales taxes at a uniform
rate, the revenue received by such city from the proceeds of the
countywide retailers’ sales tax, as an alternative to depositing the
same in the general fund, may be used for the purpose of reducing
the tax levies of such city upon the taxable tangible property lo-
cated within the county levying such countywide retailers’ sales
tax.

(f) Prior to March 1 of each year, the secretary of revenue shall
advise each county treasurer of the revenue collected in such
county from the state retailers’ sales tax for the preceding calendar
year.

(g) Prior to December 31 of each year, the clerk of every county
imposing a countywide retailers’ sales tax shall provide such in-
formation deemed necessary by the secretary of revenue to appor-
tion and remit revenue to the counties and cities pursuant to this
section.

Sec. 4. On and after July 1, 2011, K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 79-1701a is
hereby amended to read as follows: 79-1701a. Any taxpayer, the
county appraiser or the county clerk shall, on their own motion,
request the board of county commissioners to order the correction
of the clerical errors in the appraisal, assessment or tax rolls as
described in K.S.A. 79-1701, and amendments thereto. The board
of county commissioners of the several counties are hereby au-
thorized to order the correction of clerical errors, specified in K.S.A.
79-1701, and amendments thereto, in the appraisal, assessment or
tax rolls for the current year and the immediately preceding two
years during the period on and after November 1 of each year. If
a county treasurer has collected and distributed the property taxes
of a taxpayer and it shall thereafter be determined that the tax
computed and paid was based on an erroneous assessment due to
a clerical error which resulted in an overpayment of taxes by the
taxpayer, and such error is corrected under the provisions hereof
then the county commissioners may direct a refund in the amount
of the overpayment plus interest at the rate prescribed by K.S.A.
79-2968, and amendments thereto, plus two percentage points, per
annum, from the date of payment from tax moneys collected during
the current year and approve a claim therefor. If all or any portion
of the taxes on such property remain unpaid, the board of county
commissioners shall cancel that portion of such unpaid taxes which
were assessed on the basis of the error which is being corrected. In
lieu of taking such a refund the taxpayer may, at the taxpayer’s
option, be allowed a credit on the current year’s taxes in the
amount of the overpayment plus interest at the rate prescribed by
K.S.A. 79-2968, and amendments thereto, from the date of payment
for the previous year. In the event the error results in an under-
statement of value or taxes as a result of a mathematical miscom-
putation on the part of the county, the board of county commis-
sioners of the several counties are hereby authorized to correct such
error and order an additional assessment or tax bill, or both, to be
issued, except that, in no such case shall the taxpayer be assessed
interest or penalties on any tax which may be assessed. If such error
applies to property which has been sold or otherwise transferred
subsequent to the time the error was made, no such additional
assessment or tax bill shall be issued.

Except as otherwise specifi-
cally provided by law, whenever interest is charged under any law
of this state upon any delinquent or unpaid taxes levied or imposed
by the state of Kansas or any taxing subdivision thereof, or when-
ever interest is allowed under any law of this state upon any over-
payment of taxes levied or imposed by the state of Kansas or any
taxing subdivision thereof, the rate thereof shall be: (a) One and
one-half percent per month for any period prior to January 1, 1995,
1% per month for the period commencing on January 1, 1995, and
ending on December 31, 1997, and 1⁄12 of the annual rate prescribed
in subsection (b) thereafter, if computed monthly; and (b) eighteen
percent per annum for any period prior to January 1, 1995, 12% per
annum for the period commencing on January 1, 1995, and ending
on December 31, 1997, and for any period thereafter, the under-
payment rate per annum prescribed and determined under para-
graph (2) of subsection (a) of section 6621, without regard to sub-
section (c) thereof, of the federal internal revenue code, as in effect
on September 1, 1996, and which rate is in effect thereunder on
July 1 of the year immediately preceding the calendar year for
which the rate is being annually fixed hereunder, plus one per-
centage point, if computed annually. Beginning on January 1, 2012,
the rate for property tax delinquencies or underpayments of $10,000 or
more shall be as provided for under this section or 10% per annum, which-
ever is greater.

In the event the interest rate prescribed under this section cannot
be determined by reference to section 6621 of the federal internal
revenue code, as in effect on September 1, 1996, the rate at which
interest shall be collected on underpayments shall be the rate pre-
scribed by K.S.A. 16-204, and amendments thereto, for interest on
judgments for the applicable period.

Sec. 6. On and after July 1, 2011, K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 79-3609 is
hereby amended to read as follows: 79-3609. (a) Every person en-
gaged in the business of selling tangible personal property at retail
or furnishing services taxable in this state, shall keep records and
books of all such sales, together with invoices, bills of lading, sales

(continued)
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records, copies of bills of sale and other pertinent papers and doc-
uments. Such books and records and other papers and documents
shall, at all times during business hours of the day, be available for
and subject to inspection by the director, or the director’s duly
authorized agents and employees, for a period of three years from
the last day of the calendar year or of the fiscal year of the retailer,
whichever comes later, to which the records pertain. Such records
shall be preserved during the entire period during which they are
subject to inspection by the director, unless the director in writing
previously authorizes their disposal. Any person selling tangible
personal property or furnishing taxable services shall be prohibited
from asserting that any sales are exempt from taxation unless the
retailer has in the retailer’s possession a properly executed exemp-
tion certificate provided by the consumer claiming the exemption,
except as follows: (1) A retailer is relieved of liability for tax oth-
erwise applicable if the retailer obtains a fully completed exemp-
tion certificate or captures the relevant data elements required by
the director within 90 days subsequent to the date of the sale; or
(2) if the retailer has not obtained an exemption certificate or all
relevant data elements, the retailer, within 120 days subsequent to
a request for substantiation by the director, either may obtain a
fully completed exemption certificate from the purchaser, taken in
good faith which meets the requirements specified in this subsec-
tion, or obtain other information establishing that the transaction
was not subject to tax. Otherwise, the sales shall be deemed to be
taxable sales under this act. The seller shall obtain an exemption
certificate that claims an exemption that was authorized pursuant
to Kansas law on the date of the transaction in the jurisdiction
where the transaction is sourced pursuant to law, could be appli-
cable to the item being purchased and is reasonable for the pur-
chaser’s type of business. If the seller obtains an exemption certif-
icate or other information as described in this subsection, the seller
is relieved of any liability for the tax on the transaction unless it is
discovered through the audit process that the seller had knowledge
or had reason to know at the time such information was provided
that the information relating to the exemption claimed was mate-
rially false or the seller otherwise knowingly participated in activ-
ity intended to purposefully evade the tax that is properly due on
the transaction, and it must be established that the seller had
knowledge or had reason to know at the time the information was
provided that the information was materially false.

(b) The amount of tax imposed by this act is to be assessed
within three years after the return is filed, and no proceedings in
court for the collection of such taxes shall be begun begin after the
expiration of such period. In the case of a false or fraudulent return
with intent to evade tax, the tax may be assessed or a proceeding
in court for collection of such tax may be begun begin at any time,
within two years from the discovery of such fraud. No assessment
shall be made for any period preceding the date of registration of
the retailer by more than three years except in cases of fraud. For
any refund or credit claim filed after June 15, 2009 July 1, 2011, no
refund or credit shall be allowed by the director after one year three
years from the due date of the return for the reporting period as
provided by K.S.A. 79-3607, and amendments thereto, unless be-
fore the expiration of such period a claim therefor is filed by the
taxpayer, and, except as otherwise provided in K.S.A. 2010 Supp.
79-3694, and amendments thereto, no suit or action to recover on
any claim for refund shall be commenced, until after the expiration
of six months from the date of filing such claim satisfying the
requirements specified by K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 79-3693, and amend-
ments thereto, therefor with the director. A refund claim shall not
be deemed filed unless such claim is complete as required by K.S.A.
2010 Supp. 79-3693, and amendments thereto. For all mailed re-
turns, including refund claims, each return or refund claim shall
be presumed to have been filed with the department on the post-
mark date of such return or refund claim or if such date is illegible,
the date three days prior to the date such return or refund claim is
received.

(c) Before the expiration of time prescribed in this section for
the assessment of additional tax or the filing of a claim for refund,
the director is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement in
writing with the taxpayer consenting to the extension of the per-
iods of limitations for the assessment of tax or for the filing of a
claim for refund, at any time prior to the expiration of the period
of limitations. The period so agreed upon may be extended by

subsequent agreements in writing made before the expiration of
the period previously agreed upon. In consideration of such agree-
ment or agreements, interest due in excess of 48 months on any
additional tax shall be waived.

(d) Interest at the rate prescribed by K.S.A. 79-2968, and
amendments thereto, shall be allowed on any overpayment of tax
computed from the filing date of the return claiming the refund,
except that no interest shall be allowed on any such refund if the
same is paid within 120 days after the filing date of the return
claiming the refund or the date of payment, whichever is later,
provided that such return or refund claim satisfies the require-
ments specified by K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 79-3693, and amendments
thereto, at the time the return or refund claim is received.

(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of this section or the
provisions of the Kansas compensating tax act:

(1) (A) Any claim for refund of tax imposed by the Kansas re-
tailers’ sales tax act or the Kansas compensating tax act based upon
the provisions of subsection (kk) of K.S.A. 79-3606 in existence
prior to its amendment by this act which is without dispute shall
be allowed, but, with respect to any claim exceeding $10,000, the
refund associated therewith shall not be paid until after 510 days
from the date such claim was filed and shall not include interest
from such date. As used in this subparagraph, a claim for refund
without dispute shall not include any claim the basis for which is
a judicial or quasi-judicial interpretation of such subsection occur-
ring after the effective date of this act.

(B) Any refund of tax resulting from a final determination or
adjudication with regard to any claim submitted or to be submitted
for refund of tax imposed by the Kansas retailers’ sales tax act or
the Kansas compensating tax act based upon the provisions of sub-
section (kk) of K.S.A. 79-3606 in existence prior to its amendment
by this act not described by subparagraph (A) shall, with respect
to any refund exceeding $50,000, be paid in equal annual install-
ments over 10 years commencing with the year of such final de-
termination or adjudication. Interest shall not accrue during the
time period of such payment.

(2) No claim for refund of tax imposed by the Kansas retailers’
sales tax act or the Kansas compensating tax act based upon the
application of the provisions of subsection (n) of K.S.A. 79-3606,
and amendments thereto, pursuant to its interpretation by the court
of appeals of the state of Kansas in its opinion filed on August 13,
1999, in the case entitled In re appeal of Water District No. 1 of
Johnson County shall be allowed for tax paid prior to the effective
date of this act. The provisions of this subsection shall not be ap-
plicable to water district no. 1 of Johnson county.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
New Section 1. Sections 1 through 19 and 25, and amendments

thereto, shall be known and may be cited as the Kansas 911 act.
New Sec. 2. As used in the Kansas 911 act:
(a) ‘‘Consumer’’ means a person who purchases prepaid wire-

less service in a retail transaction.
(b) ‘‘Department’’ means the Kansas department of revenue.
(c) ‘‘Enhanced 911 service’’ or ‘‘E-911 service’’ means an emer-

gency telephone service that generally may provide, but is not lim-
ited to, selective routing, automatic number identification and au-
tomatic location identification features.

(d) ‘‘Exchange telecommunications service’’ means the service
that provides local telecommunications exchange access to a serv-
ice user.

(e) ‘‘Governing body’’ means the board of county commission-
ers of a county or the governing body of a city.

(f) ‘‘Local collection point administrator’’ or ‘‘LCPA’’ means,
on the effective date of this act, the statewide association of cities
established by K.S.A. 12-1610e, and amendments thereto, and the
statewide association of counties established by K.S.A. 19-2690,
and amendments thereto. After January 1, 2012, ‘‘local collection
point administrator’’ means the person designated by the 911 co-
ordinating council to serve as the local collection point administra-
tor to collect and distribute 911 fees and 911 state grant fund mon-
eys.

(g) ‘‘Next generation 911’’ means 911 service that enables
PSAPs to receive Enhanced 911 service calls and emergency calls
from Internet Protocol (IP) based technologies and applications
that may include text messaging, image, video and data informa-
tion from callers.

(h) ‘‘Person’’ means any individual, firm, partnership, copart-
nership, joint venture, association, cooperative organization, cor-
poration, municipal or private, and whether organized for profit
or not, state, county, political subdivision, state department, com-
mission, board, bureau or fraternal organization, nonprofit organ-
ization, estate, trust, business or common law trust, receiver, as-
signee for the benefit of creditors, trustee or trustee in bankruptcy
or any other legal entity.

(i) ‘‘Prepaid wireless service’’ means a wireless telecommuni-
cations service that allows a caller to dial 911 to access the 911
system, which service must be paid for in advance and is sold in
predetermined units or dollars of which the number declines with
use in a known amount.

(j) ‘‘Place of primary use’’ has the meaning provided in the
mobile telecommunications act as defined by 4 U.S.C. § 116 et seq.,
as in effect on the effective date of this act.

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(k) ‘‘Provider’’ means any person providing exchange telecom-
munications service, wireless telecommunications service, VoIP
service or other service capable of contacting a PSAP.

(l) ‘‘PSAP’’ means a public safety answering point operated by
a city or county.

(m) ‘‘Retail transaction’’ means the purchase of prepaid wire-
less service from a seller for any purpose other than resale, not
including the use, storage or consumption of such services.

(n) ‘‘Seller’’ means a person who sells prepaid wireless service
to another person.

(o) ‘‘Service user’’ means any person who is provided exchange
telecommunications service, wireless telecommunications service,
VoIP service, prepaid wireless service or any other service capable
of contacting a PSAP.

(p) ‘‘Subscriber account’’ means the 10-digit access number as-
signed to a service user regardless of whether more than one such
number is aggregated for the purpose of billing a service user.

(q) ‘‘Subscriber radio equipment’’ means mobile and portable
radio equipment installed in vehicles or carried by persons for
voice communication with a radio system.

(r) ‘‘VoIP service’’ means voice over internet protocol.
(s) ‘‘Wireless telecommunications service’’ means commercial

mobile radio service as defined by 47 C.F.R. 20.3 as in effect on the
effective date of this act.

New Sec. 3. (a) (1) There is hereby created the 911 coordinating
council which shall monitor the delivery of 911 services, develop
strategies for future enhancements to the 911 system and distribute
available grant funds to PSAPs. In as much as possible, the council
shall include individuals with technical expertise regarding 911
systems, internet technology and GIS technology.

(2) The 911 coordinating council shall consist of 12 voting
members to be appointed by the governor: Two members repre-
senting information technology personnel from government units;
one member representing a law enforcement officer; one member
representing a fire chief; one member recommended by the adju-
tant general; one member recommended by the Kansas emergency
medical services board; one member recommended by the Kansas
commission for the deaf and hard of hearing; two members rep-
resenting PSAPs located in counties with less than 75,000 in pop-
ulation; two members representing PSAPs located in counties with
greater than 75,000 in population; and one member representing
PSAPs without regard to size. At least two of the members repre-
senting PSAPs shall be administrators of a PSAP or have extensive
prior 911 experience in Kansas.

(3) Other voting members of the 911 coordinating council shall
include: One member of the Kansas house of representatives as
appointed by the speaker of the house; one member of the Kansas
house of representatives as appointed by the minority leader of the
house; one member of the Kansas senate as appointed by the senate
president; and one member of the Kansas senate as appointed by
the senate minority leader.

(4) The 911 coordinating council shall also include non-voting
members to be appointed by the governor: One member repre-
senting rural telecommunications companies recommended by the
Kansas rural independent telephone companies; one member rep-
resenting incumbent local exchange carriers with over 50,000 ac-
cess lines; one member representing large wireless providers; one
member representing VoIP providers; one member recommended
by the league of Kansas municipalities; one member recommended
by the Kansas association of counties; one member recommended
by the Kansas geographic information systems policy board; one
member recommended by KAN-ED; one member recommended
by the Kansas division of information systems and communica-
tions; and one member, a Kansas resident, recommended by the
Mid-America regional council.

(b) The terms of office for voting members of the 911 coordi-
nating council shall commence on the effective date of this act and
shall be subject to reappointment every three years. No voting
member shall serve longer than two three-year terms. A voting
member appointed as a replacement for another voting member
may finish the term of the predecessor and may serve two addi-
tional three-year terms.

(c) (1) The governor shall select the chair of the 911 coordinat-
ing council, who shall serve at the pleasure of the governor and
have extensive prior 911 experience in Kansas.

(2) The chair shall serve as the coordinator of E-911 services
and next generation 911 services in the state, implement statewide
911 planning, have the authority to sign all certifications required
under 47 C.F.R. part 400 and administer the 911 federal grant fund
and 911 state maintenance fund. The chair shall serve subject to
the direction of the council and ensure that policies adopted by the
council are carried out. The chair shall serve as the liaison between
the council and the LCPA. The chair shall preside over all meetings
of the council and assist the council in effectuating the provisions
of this act.

(d) Upon the advice and consent of the legislative coordinating
council, the 911 coordinating council shall select the local collection
point administrator, pursuant to section 6, and amendments
thereto, to collect 911 fees and to distribute such fees to PSAPs and
to distribute 911 state grant fund moneys as directed by the council.
The council shall adopt rules and regulations for the terms of the
contract with the LCPA. All contract terms and conditions shall
satisfy all contract requirements as established by the secretary of
administration. The council may, pursuant to rules and regula-
tions, increase the duration of the contract with the LCPA to a
maximum of three years. The council shall determine the compen-
sation of the LCPA who, after January 1, 2012, shall provide the
council with any staffing necessary in carrying out the business of
the council or effectuating the provisions of this act. Prior to Jan-
uary 1, 2012, the department of administration shall provide the
council with any staffing necessary in carrying out the business of
the council or effectuating the provisions of this act. The moneys
used to reimburse these expenses shall be paid from the 911 state
grant fund, pursuant to subsection (i).

(e) The 911 coordinating council is hereby authorized to adopt
rules and regulations necessary to effectuate the provisions of this
act, including, but not limited to, creating a uniform reporting form
designating how moneys, including 911 fees, have been spent by
the PSAPs, requiring service providers to notify the council pur-
suant to subsection (j), setting standards for coordinating and pur-
chasing equipment, recommending standards for training of PSAP
personnel and assessing civil penalties. The chair of the council
shall work with the council to develop rules and regulations nec-
essary for the distribution of moneys in the 911 federal grant fund.
The council shall work with the chair to carry out the provisions
of this act. Rules and regulations necessary to begin administration
of this act shall be adopted by December 31, 2011.

(f) The council may, pursuant to rules and regulations, raise or
lower the 911 fee upon a finding based on information submitted
on the uniform reporting forms, that moneys generated by such
fee are in excess of or below the costs required to operate PSAPs
in the state. The council shall not set the 911 fee above $.60.

(g) The council may appoint subcommittees as necessary to ad-
minister grants, oversee collection and distribution of moneys by
the LCPA, develop technology standards, develop training rec-
ommendations and other issues as deemed necessary by the coun-
cil. Subcommittees, if appointed, shall include members of the
council and other persons as needed.

(h) The council may reimburse independent contractors or
state agencies for expenses incurred in carrying out the business of
the council, including salaries, that are directly attributable to ef-
fectuating the provisions of this act. The moneys used to reimburse
these expenses shall be paid from the 911 state grant fund, pur-
suant to subsection (i).

(i) All expenses related to the council shall be paid from the
911 state grant fund. No more than 1.5% of the total receipts from
providers and the department received by the LCPA shall be used
to pay for such expenses. Members of the council may receive re-
imbursement for meals and travel expenses, but shall serve without
other compensation with the exception of legislative members.

(j) Every provider shall submit contact information for the pro-
vider to the council prior to January 1, 2012. Any provider that has
not previously provided wireless telecommunications service in
this state shall submit contact information for the provider to the
council within three months of first offering wireless telecommu-
nications services in this state.

(k) Each PSAP shall file with the council, by March 1, 2012, and
every March 1 thereafter, a report demonstrating how such PSAP
has spent the moneys earned from the 911 fee during the preceding
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calendar year. The council shall designate the content and form of
such report.

(l) The council, upon a finding that a provider has violated any
provision of this act, may impose a civil penalty. No civil penalty
shall be imposed pursuant to this section except upon the written
order of the council. Such order shall state the violation, the penalty
to be imposed and the right of such person to appeal to a hearing
before the council. Any such person may, within 15 days after serv-
ice of the order, make a written request to the council for a hearing
thereon. Hearings under this subsection shall be conducted in ac-
cordance with the provisions of the Kansas administrative proce-
dure act.

(m) Any action of the council pursuant to subsection (l) is sub-
ject to review in accordance with the Kansas judicial review act.

(n) Any civil penalty recovered pursuant to this section shall
be transferred to the LCPA for deposit in the 911 state grant fund.

(o) As long as the provider is working in good faith to comply
with the provisions of this act, no civil penalty shall be imposed
prior to January 1, 2013.

(p) The 911 coordinating council shall make an annual report,
to include a detailed description of all expenditures made from 911
fees received by the PSAPs, to the house committee on energy and
utilities and the senate committee on utilities.

New Sec. 4. (a) There is hereby established in the state treas-
ury the 911 federal grant fund.

(b) The chair of the 911 coordinating council shall serve as the
administrator of the 911 federal grant fund and shall distribute
grants in accordance with the recommendations of the 911 coor-
dinating council. Subject to the conditions and in accordance with
the requirements of this act and 47 C.F.R. part 400, the chair is
authorized to perform such acts necessary for the effectuation of
this act.

New Sec. 6. Upon the advice and consent of the legislative co-

ordinating council, the 911 coordinating council shall select the lo-
cal collection point administrator. In selecting the LCPA, the coun-
cil shall contract with the LCPA for services for no longer than two
years. The 911 coordinating council and the legislative coordinat-
ing council shall annually review the designation of the LCPA and
the contract with the LCPA for services. The LCPA shall be subject
to the requirements of the Kansas open meetings act, the Kansas
open records act and shall treat all moneys received as public funds
pursuant to article 14 of chapter 9 of the Kansas Statutes Anno-
tated, and amendments thereto.

(e) The 911 fees and the amounts required to be collected there-
for are due monthly. The amount of such fees collected in one
month by the provider shall be remitted to the LCPA not more
than 15 days after the close of the calendar month. On or before
the 15th day of each calendar month following, a return for the
preceding month shall be filed with the LCPA. Such return shall
be in such form and shall contain such information as required by
the LCPA. The provider required to file the return shall deliver the
return together with a remittance of the amount of fees payable to
the LCPA. The provider shall maintain records of the amount of
any such fees collected in accordance with this act for a period of
three years from the time the fees are collected.

(f) The provisions of this section shall not be construed to apply
to prepaid wireless service.

(g) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 10. (a) There is hereby imposed a prepaid wireless

911 fee of 1.06% per retail transaction or, on and after the effective
date of an adjusted amount per retail transaction that is established
under subsection (f), such adjusted amount.

(b) The prepaid wireless 911 fee shall be collected by the seller
from the consumer with respect to each retail transaction occurring
in this state. The amount of the prepaid wireless 911 fee shall be
either separately stated on an invoice, receipt or other similar doc-
ument that is provided to the consumer by the seller, or otherwise
disclosed to the consumer.

(c) For purposes of subsection (b), a retail transaction that is
effected in person by a consumer in a business location of the seller
shall be treated as occurring in this state if that business location
is in this state, and any other retail transaction shall be treated as
occurring in this state if the retail transaction is treated as occurring
in this state for the purposes of subsection (c)(3) of K.S.A. 79-3673,
and amendments thereto.

(d) The prepaid wireless 911 fee is the liability of the consumer
and not of the seller nor of any provider, except that the seller shall
be liable to remit all prepaid wireless 911 fees that the seller collects
from consumers pursuant to this section, and amendments thereto,

including all such fees that the seller is deemed to collect where
the amount of the charge has not been separately stated in an in-
voice, receipt or other similar document provided to the consumer
by the seller.

(e) The amount of the prepaid wireless 911 fee that is collected
by a seller from a consumer, if such amount is separately stated on
an invoice, receipt or other similar document provided to the con-
sumer by the seller, shall not be included in the base for measuring
any tax, fee, surcharge or other charge that is imposed by this state,
any political subdivision of this state or any intergovernmental
agency.

(f) The prepaid wireless 911 fee shall be proportionately in-
creased or reduced, as applicable, upon any change to the fee im-
posed by subsection (a) of section 8, and amendments thereto. The
adjusted amount shall be determined by dividing the amount of
the fee imposed by subsection (a) of section 8, and amendments
thereto, by $50. Such increase or reduction shall be effective on the
effective date of the change to the fee imposed by subsection (a) of
section 8, and amendments thereto, or, if later, the first day of the
calendar quarter to occur at least 60 days after the enactment to the
change to the fee imposed by subsection (a) of section 8, and
amendments thereto. The department shall provide not less than
60 days’ notice of such increase or decrease on the department’s
website.

(g) When prepaid wireless service is sold with one or more
other products or services for a single, non-itemized price, then the
percentage specified in subsection (a) shall apply to the entire non-
itemized price unless the seller elects to apply such percentage to:
(1) If the amount of the prepaid wireless service is disclosed to the
consumer as a dollar amount, such dollar amount; or (2) if the seller
can identify the portion of the price that is attributable to the pre-
paid wireless service by reasonable and verifiable standards from
its books and records that are kept in the regular course of business
for other purposes, including, but not limited to, non-tax purposes,
such portion.

(h) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 11. (a) Prepaid wireless 911 fees collected by sellers

shall be remitted to the department by electronic filing that is con-
sistent with the provisions of article 36 of chapter 79 of the Kansas
Statutes Annotated, and amendments thereto. The department
shall establish registration and payment procedures for the collec-
tion of the prepaid wireless 911 fee.

(b) To minimize additional costs to the department, the de-
partment may conduct audits of sellers in conjunction with sales
and use tax audits. The department is authorized to provide the
LCPA with information obtained in such audits if such information
indicates that a seller may not be complying with the provisions
of this section and section 10, and amendments thereto. The LCPA
may request the department to initiate collection or audit proce-
dures on individual sellers if collection efforts by the LCPA are
unsuccessful.

(c) The department shall establish procedures by which a seller
may document that a sale is not a retail sale, which procedures
shall substantially coincide with procedures for documenting sale
for resale transactions for article 36 of chapter 79 of the Kansas
Statutes Annotated, and amendments thereto.

(d) The department shall transfer all remitted prepaid wireless
911 fees to the LCPA within 30 days of receipt for distribution as
provided in section 13, and amendments thereto.

(e) The department may retain up to $70,000 of remitted funds
in fiscal year 2012 only for use in paying for programming and
other one-time costs for establishing a system for collecting the
prepaid wireless 911 fee.

(f) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 12. (a) The prepaid wireless 911 fee imposed in this

act shall be the only 911 funding obligation imposed with respect
to prepaid wireless service in this state. No tax, fee, surcharge or
other charge shall be imposed by this state, any political subdivi-
sion of this state or any intergovernmental agency for 911 funding
purposes upon any prepaid wireless service provider, seller or con-
sumer with respect to the sale, purchase, use or provision of pre-
paid wireless service.

(b) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 13. (a) Not later than 30 days after the receipt of mon-

eys from providers pursuant to sections 9 and 10, and amendments
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thereto, and the department pursuant to section 11, and amend-
ments thereto, the LCPA shall distribute such moneys to PSAPs
based upon the following distribution method: In a county with a
population over 80,000, 82% of the money collected from service
users whose place of primary use, as provided by the providers, is
within the county shall be distributed to the PSAPs within the
county based on place of primary use information; in a county with
a population between 65,000 and 79,999, 85% of the money col-
lected from service users whose place of primary use, as provided
by the providers, is within the county shall be distributed to the
PSAPs within the county based on place of primary use informa-
tion; in a county with a population between 55,000 and 64,999, 88%
of the money collected from service users whose place of primary
use, as provided by the providers, is within the county shall be
distributed to the PSAPs within the county based on place of pri-
mary use information; in a county with a population between
45,000 and 54,999, 91% of the money collected from service users
whose place of primary use, as provided by the providers, is within
the county shall be distributed to the PSAPs within the county
based on place of primary use information; in a county with a
population between 35,000 and 44,999, 94% of the money collected
from service users whose place of primary use, as provided by the
providers, is within the county shall be distributed to the PSAPs
within the county based on place of primary use information; in a
county with a population between 25,000 and 34,999, 97% of the
money collected from service users whose place of primary use, as
provided by the providers, is within the county shall be distributed
to the PSAPs within the county based on place of primary use
information; and in a county with a population of less than 25,000,
100% of the money collected from service users whose place of
primary use, as provided by the providers, is within the county
shall be distributed to the PSAPs within the county based on place
of primary use information. There shall be a minimum county dis-
tribution of $50,000 and no county shall receive less than $50,000
of direct distribution moneys. If there is more than one PSAP in a
county then the direct distribution allocated to that county by pop-
ulation shall be deducted from the minimum county distribution
and the difference shall be proportionately divided between the
PSAPs in the county. All moneys remaining after distribution and
any moneys which cannot be attributed to a specific PSAP shall be
transferred to the 911 state grant fund.

(b) All fees remitted to the LCPA shall be deposited in the 911
state fund and for the purposes of this act be treated as if they are
public funds, pursuant to article 14 of chapter 9 of the Kansas Stat-
utes Annotated, and amendments thereto.

(c) All moneys in the 911 state fund that have been collected
from the prepaid wireless 911 fee shall be deposited in the 911 state
grant fund unless $2 million of such moneys have been deposited
in any given year then all remaining moneys shall be distributed
to the PSAPs pursuant to subsection (a).

(d) The LCPA shall keep accurate accounts of all receipts and
disbursements of moneys from the 911 fees.

(e) Information provided by providers to the local collection
point administrator or to the 911 coordinating council pursuant to
this act will be treated as proprietary records which will be with-
held from the public upon request of the party submitting such
records.

(f) The provisions of subsection (e) shall expire on July 1, 2017,
unless the legislature acts to reenact such provision. The provisions
of subsection (e) shall be reviewed by the legislature prior to July
1, 2016.

(g) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 14. (a) The proceeds of the 911 fees imposed pursuant

to this act, and any interest earned on revenue derived from such
fee, shall be used only for necessary and reasonable costs incurred
or to be incurred by PSAPs for: (1) Implementation of 911 services;

(e) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 15. (a) Except as provided by the Kansas tort claims

act, and except for failure to use ordinary care, or for intentional
acts, the LCPA and each provider, and their employees and agents,
and each seller, and their employees and agents, shall not be liable
for the payment of damages resulting directly or indirectly from
the total or partial failure of any transmission to an emergency
communication service or for damages resulting from the perform-
ance of installing, maintaining or providing 911 service.

(b) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 16. (a) The receipts and disbursements of the LCPA

shall be audited yearly by a licensed municipal accountant or cer-
tified public accountant.

(b) The LCPA may require an audit of any provider’s books
and records concerning the collection and remittance of fees pur-
suant to this act. The cost of any such audit shall be paid from the
911 state grant fund.

(c) On or before December 31, 2013, and at least once every
three years thereafter, the division of post audit shall conduct an
audit of the 911 system to determine: (1) Whether the moneys re-
ceived by PSAPs pursuant to this act are being used appropriately;

Upon such approval, the 911 state grant fund
shall reimburse the division of post audit for the amount approved
by the contract audit committee. The audit report shall be submit-
ted to the 911 coordinating council, the LCPA, the house energy
and utilities committee and the senate utilities committee.

(d) The legislature shall review this act at the regular 2014 leg-
islative session and at the regular legislative session every five
years thereafter.

(e) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 17. (a) Nothing in this act shall be construed to limit

the ability of a provider from recovering directly from the pro-
vider’s customers its costs associated with designing, developing,
deploying and maintaining 911 service and its cost of collection
and administration of the fees imposed by this act, whether such
costs are itemized on the customer’s bill as a surcharge or by any
other lawful method.

(b) This section shall take effect on and after January 1, 2012.
New Sec. 18. A provider of wireless telecommunications serv-

ice shall: (1) Receive prior approval of the PSAP of that jurisdiction
before directing emergency calls to such PSAP; and (2) establish
the unique emergency telephone number ‘‘911’’ across the state,
excluding the Kansas turnpike assistance telephone number.

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New Sec. 19. The governing body of each city and county shall
provide or contract for the 24-hour receipt of wireless emergency
calls for all wireless service areas within the jurisdiction of the city
or county.

Sec. 20. K.S.A. 2010 Supp. 12-5327 is hereby amended to read
as follows: 12-5327. (a) After providing for public comment and
review each year, the secretary, in conjunction with the advisory
board, shall prepare a plan identifying the intended uses of the
moneys available in the fund.

(4) Personnel records, performance ratings or individually
identifiable records pertaining to employees or applicants for em-
ployment, except that this exemption shall not apply to the names,
positions, salaries or actual compensation employment contracts
or employment-related contracts or agreements and lengths of
service of officers and employees of public agencies once they are
employed as such.

The district court, in an action brought pursuant to K.S.A. 45-222,
and amendments thereto, may order disclosure of such records,
subject to such conditions as the court may impose, if the court
finds that disclosure:

(A) Is in the public interest;
(B) would not interfere with any prospective law enforcement

action, criminal investigation or prosecution;
(C) would not reveal the identity of any confidential source or

undercover agent;
(D) would not reveal confidential investigative techniques or

procedures not known to the general public;
(E) would not endanger the life or physical safety of any per-

son; and
(F) would not reveal the name, address, phone number or any

other information which specifically and individually identifies the
victim of any sexual offense in article 35 of chapter 21 of the Kansas
Statutes Annotated, prior to their repeal, or sections 65 through 77
or 229 through 231 of chapter 136 of the 2010 Session Laws of Kan-
sas, and amendments thereto.

(11) Records of agencies involved in administrative adjudica-
tion or civil litigation, compiled in the process of detecting or in-
vestigating violations of civil law or administrative rules and reg-
ulations, if disclosure would interfere with a prospective
administrative adjudication or civil litigation or reveal the identity
of a confidential source or undercover agent.

(12) Records of emergency or security information or proce-
dures of a public agency, or plans, drawings, specifications or re-
lated information for any building or facility which is used for
purposes requiring security measures in or around the building or
facility or which is used for the generation or transmission of
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power, water, fuels or communications, if disclosure would jeop-
ardize security of the public agency, building or facility.

(13) The contents of appraisals or engineering or feasibility es-
timates or evaluations made by or for a public agency relative to
the acquisition of property, prior to the award of formal contracts
therefor.

(14) Correspondence between a public agency and a private
individual, other than correspondence which is intended to give
notice of an action, policy or determination relating to any regu-
latory, supervisory or enforcement responsibility of the public
agency or which is widely distributed to the public by a public
agency and is not specifically in response to communications from
such a private individual.

(15) Records pertaining to employer-employee negotiations, if
disclosure would reveal information discussed in a lawful execu-
tive session under K.S.A. 75-4319, and amendments thereto.

(16) Software programs for electronic data processing and doc-
umentation thereof, but each public agency shall maintain a reg-
ister, open to the public, that describes:

(A) The information which the agency maintains on computer
facilities; and

(B) the form in which the information can be made available
using existing computer programs.

(17) Applications, financial statements and other information
submitted in connection with applications for student financial as-
sistance where financial need is a consideration for the award.

(18) Plans, designs, drawings or specifications which are pre-
pared by a person other than an employee of a public agency or
records which are the property of a private person.

(19) Well samples, logs or surveys which the state corporation
commission requires to be filed by persons who have drilled or
caused to be drilled, or are drilling or causing to be drilled, holes
for the purpose of discovery or production of oil or gas, to the
extent that disclosure is limited by rules and regulations of the state
corporation commission.

(20) Notes, preliminary drafts, research data in the process of
analysis, unfunded grant proposals, memoranda, recommenda-
tions or other records in which opinions are expressed or policies
or actions are proposed, except that this exemption shall not apply
when such records are publicly cited or identified in an open meet-
ing or in an agenda of an open meeting.

stance abuse counseling; location of facility where incarcerated or
location of parole office maintaining supervision and address of a
releasee whose crime was committed after the effective date of this
act shall be subject to disclosure to any person other than another
inmate or releasee, except that the disclosure of the location of an
inmate transferred to another state pursuant to the interstate cor-
rections compact shall be at the discretion of the secretary of cor-
rections;

(B) the ombudsman of corrections, the attorney general, law
enforcement agencies, counsel for the inmate to whom the record
pertains and any county or district attorney shall have access to
correctional records to the extent otherwise permitted by law;

(32) Engineering and architectural estimates made by or for
any public agency relative to public improvements.

(33) Financial information submitted by contractors in qualifi-
cation statements to any public agency.

(34) Records involved in the obtaining and processing of intel-
lectual property rights that are expected to be, wholly or partially
vested in or owned by a state educational institution, as defined in
K.S.A. 76-711, and amendments thereto, or an assignee of the in-
stitution organized and existing for the benefit of the institution.

(35) Any report or record which is made pursuant to K.S.A. 65-
4922, 65-4923 or 65-4924, and amendments thereto, and which is
privileged pursuant to K.S.A. 65-4915 or 65-4925, and amendments
thereto.

(36) Information which would reveal the precise location of an
archeological site.

(37) Any financial data or traffic information from a railroad
company, to a public agency, concerning the sale, lease or rehabil-
itation of the railroad’s property in Kansas.

(38) Risk-based capital reports, risk-based capital plans and
corrective orders including the working papers and the results of
any analysis filed with the commissioner of insurance in accord-
ance with K.S.A. 40-2c20 and 40-2d20, and amendments thereto.

(39) Memoranda and related materials required to be used to
support the annual actuarial opinions submitted pursuant to sub-
section (b) of K.S.A. 40-409, and amendments thereto.

(40) Disclosure reports filed with the commissioner of insur-
ance under subsection (a) of K.S.A. 40-2,156, and amendments
thereto.

(41) All financial analysis ratios and examination synopses con-
cerning insurance companies that are submitted to the commis-
sioner by the national association of insurance commissioners’ in-
surance regulatory information system.

(continued)
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(42) Any records the disclosure of which is restricted or pro-
hibited by a tribal-state gaming compact.

(43) Market research, market plans, business plans and the
terms and conditions of managed care or other third party con-
tracts, developed or entered into by the university of Kansas med-
ical center in the operation and management of the university hos-
pital which the chancellor of the university of Kansas or the
chancellor’s designee determines would give an unfair advantage
to competitors of the university of Kansas medical center.

(44) The amount of franchise tax paid to the secretary of reve-
nue or the secretary of state by domestic corporations, foreign cor-
porations, domestic limited liability companies, foreign limited li-
ability companies, domestic limited partnership, foreign limited
partnership, domestic limited liability partnerships and foreign
limited liability partnerships.

(45) Records, other than criminal investigation records, the dis-
closure of which would pose a substantial likelihood of revealing
security measures that protect: (A) Systems, facilities or equipment
used in the production, transmission or distribution of energy, wa-
ter or communications services; (B) transportation and sewer or
wastewater treatment systems, facilities or equipment; or (C) pri-
vate property or persons, if the records are submitted to the agency.
For purposes of this paragraph, security means measures that pro-
tect against criminal acts intended to intimidate or coerce the ci-
vilian population, influence government policy by intimidation or
coercion or to affect the operation of government by disruption of
public services, mass destruction, assassination or kidnapping. Se-
curity measures include, but are not limited to, intelligence infor-
mation, tactical plans, resource deployment and vulnerability as-
sessments.

(46) Any information or material received by the register of
deeds of a county from military discharge papers (DD Form 214).
Such papers shall be disclosed: To the military dischargee; to such
dischargee’s immediate family members and lineal descendants; to
such dischargee’s heirs, agents or assigns; to the licensed funeral
director who has custody of the body of the deceased dischargee;
when required by a department or agency of the federal or state
government or a political subdivision thereof; when the form is
required to perfect the claim of military service or honorable dis-
charge or a claim of a dependent of the dischargee; and upon the
written approval of the commissioner of veterans affairs, to a per-
son conducting research.

(47) Information that would reveal the location of a shelter or
a safehouse or similar place where persons are provided protection
from abuse or the name, address, location or other contact infor-
mation of alleged victims of stalking, domestic violence or sexual
assault.

(48) Policy information provided by an insurance carrier in ac-
cordance with subsection (h)(1) of K.S.A. 44-532, and amendments
thereto. This exemption shall not be construed to preclude access
to an individual employer’s record for the purpose of verification
of insurance coverage or to the department of labor for their busi-
ness purposes.

(49) An individual’s e-mail address, cell phone number and
other contact information which has been given to the public
agency for the purpose of public agency notifications or commu-
nications which are widely distributed to the public.

(50) Information provided by providers to the local collection point
administrator or to the 911 coordinating council pursuant to the Kansas
911 act, and amendments thereto, upon request of the party submitting
such records.

(b) Except to the extent disclosure is otherwise required by law
or as appropriate during the course of an administrative proceed-
ing or on appeal from agency action, a public agency or officer
shall not disclose financial information of a taxpayer which may
be required or requested by a county appraiser or the director of
property valuation to assist in the determination of the value of
the taxpayer’s property for ad valorem taxation purposes; or any
financial information of a personal nature required or requested
by a public agency or officer, including a name, job description or
title revealing the salary or other compensation of officers, em-
ployees or applicants for employment with a firm, corporation or
agency, except a public agency. Nothing contained herein shall be
construed to prohibit the publication of statistics, so classified as

to prevent identification of particular reports or returns and the
items thereof.

(c) As used in this section, the term ‘‘cited or identified’’ shall
not include a request to an employee of a public agency that a
document be prepared.

(d) If a public record contains material which is not subject to
disclosure pursuant to this act, the public agency shall separate or
delete such material and make available to the requester that ma-
terial in the public record which is subject to disclosure pursuant
to this act. If a public record is not subject to disclosure because it
pertains to an identifiable individual, the public agency shall delete
the identifying portions of the record and make available to the
requester any remaining portions which are subject to disclosure
pursuant to this act, unless the request is for a record pertaining to
a specific individual or to such a limited group of individuals that
the individuals’ identities are reasonably ascertainable, the public
agency shall not be required to disclose those portions of the record
which pertain to such individual or individuals.

(e) The provisions of this section shall not be construed to ex-
empt from public disclosure statistical information not descriptive
of any identifiable person.

(f) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (a), any pub-
lic record which has been in existence more than 70 years shall be
open for inspection by any person unless disclosure of the record
is specifically prohibited or restricted by federal law, state statute
or rule of the Kansas supreme court or by a policy adopted pur-
suant to K.S.A. 72-6214, and amendments thereto.

(g) Any confidential records or information relating to security
measures provided or received under the provisions of subsection
(a)(45) shall not be subject to subpoena, discovery or other demand
in any administrative, criminal or civil action.

(5) provide information from returns and reports filed under
article 42 of chapter 79 of the Kansas Statutes Annotated, and
amendments thereto, to county appraisers as is necessary to insure
proper valuations of property. Information from such returns and
reports may also be exchanged with any other state agency admin-
istering and collecting conservation or other taxes and fees im-
posed on or measured by mineral production;

(6) provide, upon request by a city or county clerk or treasurer
or finance officer of any city or county receiving distributions from
a local excise tax, monthly reports identifying each retailer doing
business in such city or county or making taxable sales sourced to
such city or county, setting forth the tax liability and the amount
of such tax remitted by each retailer during the preceding month,
and identifying each business location maintained by the retailer
and such retailer’s sales or use tax registration or account number;
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(7) provide information from returns and applications for reg-
istration filed pursuant to K.S.A. 12-187, and amendments thereto,
and K.S.A. 79-3601, and amendments thereto, to a city or county
treasurer or clerk or finance officer to explain the basis of statistics
contained in reports provided by subsection (b)(6);

(8) disclose the following oil and gas production statistics re-
ceived by the department of revenue in accordance with K.S.A. 79-
4216 et seq., and amendments thereto: Volumes of production by
well name, well number, operator’s name and identification num-
ber assigned by the state corporation commission, lease name,
leasehold property description, county of production or zone of
production, name of purchaser and purchaser’s tax identification
number assigned by the department of revenue, name of trans-
porter, field code number or lease code, tax period, exempt pro-
duction volumes by well name or lease, or any combination of this
information;

(9) release or publish liquor brand registration information
provided by suppliers, farm wineries and microbreweries in ac-
cordance with the liquor control act. The information to be released
is limited to: Item number, universal numeric code, type status,
product description, alcohol percentage, selling units, unit size,
unit of measurement, supplier number, supplier name, distributor
number and distributor name;

(10) release or publish liquor license information provided by
liquor licensees, distributors, suppliers, farm wineries and micro-
breweries in accordance with the liquor control act. The informa-
tion to be released is limited to: County name, owner, business
name, address, license type, license number, license expiration date
and the process agent contact information;

(11) release or publish cigarette and tobacco license informa-
tion obtained from cigarette and tobacco licensees in accordance
with the Kansas cigarette and tobacco products act. The informa-
tion to be released is limited to: County name, owner, business
name, address, license type and license number;

(12) provide environmental surcharge or solvent fee, or both,
information from returns and applications for registration filed
pursuant to K.S.A. 65-34,150 and 65-34,151, and amendments
thereto, to the secretary of health and environment or the secre-
tary’s designee for the sole purpose of ensuring that retailers collect
the environmental surcharge tax or solvent fee, or both;

SENATE BILL No. 93

AN ACT concerning racial or other biased-based policing; amend-
ing K.S.A. 22-4606, 22-4609, 22-4610 and 22-4611 and repealing
the existing sections; also repealing K.S.A. 22-4604 and 22-4608.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. K.S.A. 22-4606 is hereby amended to read as follows:

22-4606. As used in this act:
(a) ‘‘Governmental unit’’ means the state, or any county, city

or other political subdivision thereof, or any department, division,
board or other agency of any of the foregoing, except governmental
unit shall not include the board of education of any school district em-
ploying school security officers.

(b) ‘‘Law enforcement agency’’ means the governmental unit
employing the law enforcement officer.

(c) ‘‘Law enforcement officer’’ has the meaning ascribed
thereto in K.S.A. 74-5602, and amendments thereto, except law en-
forcement officer shall not include school security officers designated as
school law enforcement officers pursuant to K.S.A. 72-8222, and amend-
ments thereto.

(d) ‘‘Racial profiling’’ means the practice of a law enforcement
officer or agency relying, as the sole factor, on race, ethnicity, na-
tional origin, gender or religious dress in selecting which individ-
uals to subject to routine investigatory activities, or in deciding
upon the scope and substance of law enforcement activity follow-
ing the initial routine investigatory activity. Racial profiling does
not include reliance on such criteria in combination with other
identifying factors when the law enforcement officer or agency is
seeking to apprehend a specific suspect whose race, ethnicity, na-
tional origin, gender or religious dress is part of the description of
the suspect. ‘‘Racial or other biased-based policing’’ means the unrea-
sonable use of race, ethnicity, national origin, gender or religion by a law
enforcement officer in deciding to initiate an enforcement action. It is not
racial or other biased-based policing when race, ethnicity, national origin,
gender or religion is used in combination with other identifying factors
as part of a specific individual description to initiate an enforcement ac-
tion.

(e) ‘‘Routine investigatory activities’’ includes, but is not lim-
ited to, the following activities conducted by law enforcement of-
ficers and agencies in conjunction with traffic stops: (1) Frisks and
other types of body searches, and (2) consensual or nonconsensual
searches of persons or possessions, including vehicles, dormitory
rooms, school lockers, homes and apartments. ‘‘Enforcement action’’
means any law enforcement act, as described in K.S.A. 22-4609, and
amendments thereto, during a nonconsensual contact with an individual
or individuals.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 22-4609 is hereby amended to read as follows: 22-
4609. The race, ethnicity, national origin, gender or religious dress
of an individual or group shall not be the sole factor in It is unlawful
to use racial or other biased-based policing in:

(a) Determining the existence of probable cause to take into
custody or to arrest an individual or in;

(b) constituting a reasonable and articulable suspicion that an
offense has been or is being committed so as to justify the detention
of an individual or the investigatory stop of a vehicle; or

(c) determining the existence of probable cause to conduct a search of
an individual or a conveyance.

Sec. 3. K.S.A. 22-4610 is hereby amended to read as follows: 22-
4610. (a) All law enforcement agencies in this state shall adopt a
detailed, written policy to preempt racial profiling or other biased-
based policing. Each agency’s policy shall include the definition of
racial profiling or other biased-based policing found in K.S.A. 22-4606,
and amendments thereto.

(b) Policies adopted pursuant to this section shall be imple-
mented by all Kansas law enforcement agencies within one year
after the effective date of this act. The policies and data collection
procedures shall be available for public inspection during normal
business hours.

(c) The policies adopted pursuant to this section shall include,
but not be limited to, the following:

(1) A prohibition of racial profiling. A detailed written policy that
prohibits racial or other biased-based policing and that clearly defines acts
constituting racial or other biased-based policing using language that has
been recommended by the attorney general.

(2) Annual educational training which shall include, but not be
limited to, an understanding of the historical and cultural systems
that perpetuate racial profiling, assistance in identifying racial pro-
filing practices, and providing officers with self-evaluation strate-
gies to preempt racial profiling prior to stopping a citizen.

(2) (A) The agency policies shall require annual racial or other biased-
based policing training which shall include, but not be limited to, training
relevant to racial or other biased-based policing. Distance learning train-
ing technology shall be allowed for racial or other biased-based policing
training.

(B) Law enforcement agencies may appoint an advisory body of not
less than five persons composed of representatives of law enforcement,
community leaders and educational leaders to recommend and review ap-
propriate training curricula.

(3) (A) For law enforcement agencies of cities of the first class,
establishment or use of current independent citizen of cities or coun-
ties that have exercised the option to establish community advisory
boards pursuant to section 6, and amendments thereto, use of such com-
munity advisory boards which include participants who reflect the
racial and ethnic community, to advise and assist in policy devel-
opment, education and community outreach and communications
related to racial profiling or other biased-based policing by law en-
forcement officers and agencies.

(B) Community advisory boards shall receive training on fair and
impartial policing and comprehensive plans for law enforcement agencies.

(4) Policies for discipline of law enforcement officers and agen-
cies who engage in racial profiling or other biased-based policing.

(5) A provision that, if the investigation of a complaint of racial
profiling or other biased-based policing reveals the officer was in di-
rect violation of the law enforcement agency’s written policies re-
garding racial profiling or other biased-based policing, the employing
law enforcement agency shall take appropriate action consistent
with applicable laws, rules and regulations, resolutions, ordinances
or policies, including demerits, suspension or removal of the officer
from the agency.

(6) Provisions for community outreach and communications
efforts to inform the public of the individual’s right to file with the
law enforcement agency or the Kansas human rights commission
office of the attorney general complaints regarding racial profiling or
other biased-based policing, which outreach and communications to
the community shall include ongoing efforts to notify the public of
the law enforcement agency’s complaint process.

(7) Procedures for individuals to file complaints of racial pro-
filing or other biased-based policing with the agency, which, if appro-

priate, may provide for use of current procedures for addressing
such complaints.

(d) (1) Each law enforcement agency shall compile an annual
report of all complaints of racial profiling received for the period of
July 1 to June 30 and shall submit the report on or before January
July 31 to the office of the attorney general for review. The annual
report shall include: (1) The date the complaint is filed; (2) action
taken in response to the complaint; (3) the decision upon disposi-
tion of the complaint; and (4) the date the complaint is closed.
Annual reports filed pursuant to this subsection shall be open pub-
lic records and shall be posted on the official website of the attorney
general.

(2) The annual report shall include:
(A) The number of racial or other biased-based policing complaints

received;
(B) the date each racial or other biased-based policing complaint is

filed;
(C) action taken in response to each racial or other biased-based po-

licing complaint;
(D) the disposition of each racial or other biased-based policing com-

plaint;
(E) the date each racial or other biased-based policing complaint is

closed;
(F) whether or not all agency law enforcement officers not exempted

(G) whether the agency has a policy prohibiting racial or other biased-
based policing;

(H) whether the agency policy mandates specific discipline for sus-
tained complaints of racial or other biased-based policing;

(J) whether the agency has a racial or other biased-based policing com-

prehensive plan or if it collects traffic or pedestrian stop data.
Sec. 4. K.S.A. 22-4611 is hereby amended to read as follows: 22-

4611. (a) Any person who believes such person has been subjected
to racial profiling or other biased-based policing by a law enforcement
officer or agency may file a complaint with the law enforcement
agency. The complainant may also file a complaint with the Kansas
human rights commission office of the attorney general. The office of
the attorney general commission shall review and, if necessary, in-
vestigate the complaint and may find there is insufficient evidence of
racial or other biased-based policing or may forward the complaint for
further review and possible action to the Kansas commission on peace
officers’ standards and training. The commission shall review and, if nec-
essary, further investigate the complaint. The commission may take action
on the officer’s certification or other corrective action as allowed by its
governing statutes and rules and regulations. The commission’s des-
ignee commission shall consult with the head of the law enforcement
agency before making taking final recommendations action regard-
ing discipline of any law enforcement officer or other disposition
of the complaint.

(b) Within 10 days of receiving a complaint, the office of the attorney
general shall provide notification that such complaint has been filed to the
accused officer and to the head of the accused officer’s law enforcement
agency, including a copy of all complaint documentation submitted by
the complainant.

(b) (c) Upon disposition of a complaint as provided for in sub-
section (a) the complainant shall have a civil cause of action in the
district court against the law enforcement officer or law enforce-
ment agency, or both, and shall be entitled to recover damages if
it is determined by the court that such persons officer or agency
engaged in racial profiling or other biased-based policing. The court
may allow the prevailing party reasonable attorney fees and court
costs.

New Sec. 5. (a) The governing body of a city or the sheriff of
the county may develop a comprehensive plan in conjunction with
a community advisory board, if one exists, or with community
leaders to prevent racial or other biased-based policing or may
require the law enforcement agency of such city or county to collect
traffic or pedestrian stop data and make such data available to the
public.

(b) Any comprehensive plan adopted pursuant to this section
shall include the following:

(1) Policies prohibiting racial or other biased-based policing to
guide well-meaning officers and address racist officers;
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(2) policies to promote the recruitment and hiring of a diverse
workforce to ensure the workforce is comprised of people who can
police in a race-neutral and nonbiased fashion;

(3) training to promote employees’ controlled responses to
override racial and other biases;

(4) ongoing training of supervisors to enable them to detect and
respond effectively to biased behavior;

(5) implement a style of policing that promotes positive inter-
actions between police officers and all communities;

(6) whether or not the governing body or sheriff has included
data collection as part of the comprehensive plan; and

(7) other matters deemed appropriate.
(c) Data collection, if required , may consist of, but shall not be

limited to, one or more of the following for every vehicle or pe-
destrian stop:

(1) Originating agency and officer identifier number;
(2) time and date of the stop;
(3) duration of the stop in ranges of one to 15 minutes, 16 to 30

minutes or more than 30 minutes;
(4) beat, district, territory or response area where the traffic

stop is conducted;
(5) primary reason for the officer’s investigation, and specifi-

cally, whether the stop was call related or self initiated;
(6) primary reason for the stop, and specifically, whether the

stop was based on a moving violation, an equipment violation,
reasonable suspicion of a criminal offense, other violation, to ren-
der service or assistance, suspicious circumstances, pre-existing
knowledge or special detail;

(7) if a vehicle stop, the county code of vehicle registration, if
registered in Kansas, and state code, if registered outside Kansas;

(8) age, race, gender and ethnicity of the primary person
stopped by the officer;

(9) source of the information required by paragraph (8), and
specifically, whether it was obtained from officer perception or in-
vestigation;

(10) whether the officer was aware of the information required
by paragraph (8) prior to the stop;

(11) if a vehicle stop, the number of occupants in the stopped
vehicle, including the driver;

(12) type of action taken, including citation, warning, search,
arrest, assistance provided or no action. If the action taken is an
arrest, the data collection shall also include the type of arrest, in-
cluding warrant, resisting arrest, property crime, persons crime,
drug crime, traffic crime, DUI or other type of arrest;

(13) if a search was conducted, the rationale for the search, in-
cluding vehicle indicators, verbal indicators, physical or visual in-
dicators, document indicators (DOT), incident to arrest or other
rationale;

(14) if a search was conducted, the type of search, including
consent search, consent requested but consent denied, inventory,
stop and frisk, search warrant, incident to arrest, plain view or
probable cause; or

(15) if a search was conducted, the type of contraband seized,
if any, including currency, firearms, other weapons, drugs, drug
paraphernalia, alcohol products, tobacco products, stolen property
or other contraband.

(d) Nothing in this section shall require a governmental entity
to collect data concerning pedestrian stops.

New Sec. 6. The governing body of any city, by ordinance or
the sheriff of any county may, establish a community advisory
board to work with the law enforcement agency of such city or
county in accordance with the provisions of K.S.A. 22-4606 et seq.,
and amendments thereto.
