Article 5.—CONTINUING EDUCATION

109-5-7c. Advanced emergency medical techni-
cian transition course approval. (a) The transition course
curriculum for the advanced emergency medical techni-
cian shall be pages 5 through 173 of the document titled
‘‘AEMT lesson plan,’’ dated May 28, 2011, in the ‘‘AEMT
instructor manual,’’ published by the Kansas board of
emergency medical services, excluding the ‘‘note’’ and
the section titled ‘‘suggested student readings and refer-
ence material’’ on page 5 and any citations to these ref-
erence materials. The specified portion of the ‘‘AEMT les-
son plan’’ is hereby adopted by reference.

(b) Each instructor-coordinator or training officer de-
siring to teach AEMT transition courses shall have com-
pleted the following:

(1) The ‘‘EMR/EMT train the trainer course’’ as adopted
by reference in K.A.R. 109-5-7a; and

(2) the ‘‘AEMT train the trainer course,’’ dated August
6, 2010 and developed by the Friesen group of North
Newton, Kansas, which is hereby adopted by reference.

(c) Each sponsoring organization shall submit to the
executive director for approval a single-program contin-
uing education application to conduct, through teaching
or coordinating, or both, a transition module or an entire
transition course.

(d) Each sponsoring organization shall meet the follow-
ing requirements:

(1) Ensure that the curriculum meets the requirements
specified in subsection (a);

(2) submit a complete application for single-program
approval to the executive director at least 30 days before
the requested transition course. A complete application
shall include the following:

(A) The signature of the instructor-coordinator or train-
ing officer who meets the requirements of subsection (b)
and is responsible for the coordination of the transition
course;

(B) the signature of the identified sponsoring organi-
zation’s medical advisor;

(C) a course schedule that includes the date and time
of each transition course module or session, the title of
each transition course topic, and the instructor for each
transition course module or session; and

(D) assurance of use of the cognitive examination and
psychomotor skills competency evaluation tools pro-
vided as part of the instructor manual for the transition
course at the level of course to be taught;

(3) provide each student with a certificate of comple-
tion that includes the following:

(A) The name of the sponsoring organization;
(B) a statement that the transition course has been ap-

proved by the board;
(C) the title of the transition course module or entire

transition course;
(D) the date and location of the transition course mod-

ule or session;
(E) the amount of continuing education credit com-

pleted by the attendant for the transition course module
or entire transition course;

(F) the board-assigned course identification number;
(G) the printed name and signature of the instructor-

coordinator or training officer who meets the require-
ments specified in subsection (b) and is responsible for
the coordination of the transition course; and

(H) the names of the primary instructor-coordinator (I-
C), training officer (TO), and any person who provides
teaching assistance including subject matter experts, lab
assistants, clinical or field preceptors, and guest lecturers;

(4) provide a copy of all transition course rosters to the
board office; and

(5) maintain the following records for at least five years:
(A) A copy of all documents required to be submitted

with the application for single-program approval;
(B) a list of all persons used in the teaching of the

course. The list shall include the name and credentials of
the primary I-C, training officer, and any person who pro-
vides teaching assistance including subject matter ex-
perts, lab assistants, preceptors, and guest lecturers;

(C) student attendance records; and
(D) completed copies of student evaluations for each of

the transition course modules or entire transition course.
(e) A subject matter expert may apply content taught

by the subject matter expert during a transition course as
content needed to complete the subject matter expert’s
transition course. For the purpose of this regulation,
‘‘subject matter expert’’ shall mean an individual who un-
derstands, articulates, and implements the best practices
of emergency medical services.

The proposed amendment would
restrict hunters to two tree stands per area, require tree
stands to be marked with user identification, and require
that blinds and decoys not be left unattended overnight.

K.A.R. 115-8-23. This new permanent regulation estab-
lishes provisions for the use of bait on public lands. The
regulation would not allow the use of bait on department
lands while hunting.

Economic Impact Summary: The proposed regulation
is not anticipated to have any appreciable negative eco-
nomic impact on the department, other agencies, small
businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-8-24. This new permanent regulation estab-
lishes provisions for commercial guiding on department
lands. The regulation would require that commercial
guides obtain a no cost commercial guide permit to op-
erate on department lands.

Economic Impact Summary: The proposed regulation
is not anticipated to have any appreciable negative eco-
nomic impact on the department, other agencies, small
businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-17-6. This permanent regulation establishes
a commercial mussel fishing license, mussel salvage per-
mits, license or permit application and requirements, au-
thority, reports, general provisions, and license or permit
revocation. The proposed amendments would extend the
moratorium on commercial mussel harvesting.

K.A.R. 115-17-7. This permanent regulation establishes
the legal species, seasons, size restrictions, daily limits,
and possession limits for commercial mussel harvesting.
The proposed amendments would extend the morato-
rium on commercial mussel harvesting.

Economic Impact Summary: The proposed amend-
ments are not anticipated to have any appreciable nega-
tive economic impact on the department, other agencies,
small businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-17-8. This permanent regulation establishes
the legal equipment, taking methods and general provi-
sions for commercial mussel harvest. The proposed
amendments would extend the moratorium on commer-
cial mussel harvesting.

Economic Impact Summary: The proposed amend-
ments are not anticipated to have any appreciable nega-
tive economic impact on the department, other agencies,
small businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-17-9. This permanent regulation establishes
the open areas for commercial mussel harvest. The pro-
posed amendments would extend the moratorium on
commercial mussel harvesting.

Economic Impact Summary: The proposed amend-
ments are not anticipated to have any appreciable nega-
tive economic impact on the department, other agencies,
small businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-20-7. This permanent regulation establishes
the legal equipment, taking methods and possession for
doves. The proposed amendment would require doves
be taken in flight.

Economic Impact Summary: The proposed amend-
ments are not anticipated to have any appreciable nega-
tive economic impact on the department, other agencies,
small businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-25-1. This exempt regulation establishes the
open seasons, bag limits and possession limits for prairie
chickens. The proposed version of the regulation would
add the September hunting season in the northwest unit.
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Economic Impact Summary: The proposed amend-
ments are not anticipated to have any appreciable nega-
tive economic impact on the department, other agencies,
small businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-25-9a. This exempt regulation establishes
additional deer open seasons, bag limits and permits for
Fort Riley. The proposed version would update season
dates for Fort Riley.

Economic Impact Summary: The proposed amend-
ments are not anticipated to have any appreciable nega-
tive economic impact on the department, other agencies,
small businesses or the public.

K.A.R. 115-25-20. This exempt regulation establishes
the management unit, hunting season, shooting hours,
bag and possession limits, and permit validation for
sandhill cranes.

HOUSE BILL No. 2505

AN ACT concerning limitations on loans and borrowing; relating to de-
rivative transactions; amending K.S.A. 9-1104 and 9-2111 and re-
pealing the existing sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:
Section 1. From and after January 21, 2013, K.S.A. 9-1104 is hereby

amended to read as follows: 9-1104. (a) Definitions. As used in this sec-
tion:

(1) ‘‘Borrower’’ means an individual, sole proprietorship, partner-
ship, joint venture, association, trust, estate, business trust, corporation,
limited liability company, not-for-profit corporation, government unit
or agency, instrumentality, or political subdivision thereof, or any sim-
ilar entity or organization.

(2) ‘‘Capital’’ means the total of capital stock, surplus, undivided
profits, 100% of the allowance for loan and lease loss, capital notes and
debentures, and reserve for contingencies. Intangibles, such as goodwill,
shall not be included in the definition of capital when determining lend-
ing limits.

(3) ‘‘Loan’’ means:
(A) A bank’s direct or indirect advance of funds to or on behalf of

a borrower based on an obligation of the borrower to repay the funds;

(B) a contractual commitment to advance funds;
(C) an overdraft;
(D) loans that have been charged off the bank’s books in whole or

in part, unless the loan is unenforceable by reason of:
(i) Discharge in bankruptcy;
(ii) expiration of the statute of limitations;
(iii) judicial decision; or
(iv) the bank’s forgiveness of the debt;
(E) any credit exposure to a borrower arising from a derivative transaction,

repurchase agreement, reverse repurchase agreement, securities lending trans-
action or securities borrowing transaction between a bank and that borrower.

(4) ‘‘Derivative transaction’’ means any transaction that is a contract,
agreement, swap, warrant, note or option that is based in whole, or in part, on
the value of any interest in, or any quantitative measure or the occurrence of
any event relating to, one or more commodities, securities, currencies, interest
or other rates, indices or other assets.

(b) General Lending Limit Rule. Subject to the provisions in (d), (e)
and (f), loans to one borrower, including any bank officer or employee,
shall not exceed 25% of a bank’s capital.

(c) Calculation of the Lending Limit. (1) The bank’s lending limit shall
be calculated on the date the loan or written commitment is made. The
renewal or refinancing of a loan shall not constitute a new lending limit
calculation date unless new funds are advanced.

(2) If the bank’s lending limit increases subsequent to the origination
date, a bank may use the current lending limit to determine compliance
when advancing funds. An advance of funds includes the lending of
money or the repurchase of any portion of a participation.

(3) If the bank’s lending limit decreases subsequent to the origina-
tion date, a bank is not prohibited from advancing on a prior commit-
ment that was legal on the date the commitment was made.

(d) Exemptions. That portion of a loan which is continuously secured
on a dollar for dollar basis by any of the following will be exempt from
any lending limit:

(1) A guaranty, commitment or agreement to take over or to pur-
chase, made by any federal reserve bank or by any department, bureau,
board, commission, agency or establishment of the United States of
America, including any corporation wholly owned, directly or indi-
rectly by the United States;

(2) a perfected interest in a time deposit account in the lending bank.
In the case of a time deposit which may be withdrawn in whole or in
part prior to maturity, the bank shall establish written internal proce-
dures to prevent the release of the deposit;

(3) a bonded warehouse receipt issued to the borrower by some
other person;

(4) treasury bills, certificates of indebtedness, or bonds or notes of
the United States of America or instrumentalities or agencies thereof, or
those fully guaranteed by them;

(5) general obligation bonds or notes of the state of Kansas or any
other state in the United States of America;

(6) general obligation bonds or notes of any Kansas municipality or
quasi-municipality; or

(7) a perfected interest in a repurchase agreement of United States
government securities with the lending bank.

(e) Special Rules. (1) The total liability of any borrower may exceed
the general 25% limit by up to an additional 10% of the bank’s capital.
To qualify for this expanded limit:

(A) The bank shall have as collateral a first lien or liens on real estate
securing a portion of the liability equal to at least the amount by which
the total liability exceeds the 25% limit;

(B) the amount of the recorded lien or liens shall equal at least the
amount of the excess liability;

(C) the appraised value of the real estate shall equal at least twice
the amount of the excess liability; and

(D) a portion of the loan equal to at least the excess liability shall
have installment payments sufficient to amortize that portion within 20
years.

(2) That portion of any loan endorsed or guaranteed by a borrower
will not be added to that borrower’s liability until the endorsed or guar-
anteed loan is past due 10 days.

(3) If the total liability of any active bank officer will exceed $50,000,
prior approval from the bank’s board of directors shall be noted in the
minutes.

(4) To the extent they are insured by the federal deposit insurance
corporation, time deposits purchased by a bank from another financial
institution shall not be considered a loan to that financial institution and
shall not be subject to the bank’s lending limit.

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(5) Third-party paper purchased by the bank will not be considered

a loan to the seller unless and until the bank has the right under the
agreement to require the seller to repurchase the paper.

(f) Combination Rules.
(1) General Rule. Loans to one borrower will be attributed to another

borrower and their total liability will be combined:
(A) When proceeds of a loan are to be used for the direct benefit of

the other borrower, to the extent of the proceeds so used; or
(B) when a common enterprise is deemed to exist between the bor-

rowers.
(2) Direct Benefit. The proceeds of a loan to a borrower will be

deemed to be used for the direct benefit of another person and will be
attributed to the other person when the proceeds, or assets purchased
with the proceeds, are transferred to another person, other than in a
bona fide arm’s length transaction where the proceeds are used to acquire
property, goods or services.

(3) Common Enterprise. A common enterprise will be deemed to exist
and loans to separate borrowers will be aggregated:

(A) When the expected source of repayment for each loan or exten-
sion of credit is the same for each borrower and neither borrower has
another source of income from which the loan, together with the bor-
rower’s other obligations, may be fully repaid;

(B) when both of the following circumstances are present:
(i) Loans are made to borrowers who are related directly or indi-

rectly through common control, including where one borrower is di-
rectly or indirectly controlled by another borrower. Common control
means to own, control or have the power to vote 25% or more of any
class of voting securities or voting interests or to control, in any manner,
the election of a majority of the directors, or to have the power to ex-
ercise a controlling influence over the management or policies of an-
other person; and

(ii) substantial financial interdependence exists between or among
the borrowers. Substantial financial interdependence is deemed to exist
when 50 percent or more of one borrower’s gross receipts or gross ex-
penditures (on an annual basis) are derived from transactions with the
other borrower. Gross receipts and expenditures include gross reve-
nues, expenses, intercompany loans, dividends, capital contributions
and similar receipts or payments; or

(C) when separate persons borrow from a bank to acquire a business
enterprise of which those borrowers will own more than 50% of the
voting securities or voting interests, in which case a common enterprise
is deemed to exist between the borrowers for purposes of combining
the acquisition loan.

(D) An employer will not be treated as a source of repayment for
purposes of determining a common enterprise because of wages and
salaries paid to an employee.

(4) Special Rules for Loans to a Corporate Group. (A) Loans by a bank
to a borrower and the borrower’s subsidiaries shall not, in the aggregate,
exceed 50% of the bank’s capital. At no time shall loans to any one
borrower or to any one subsidiary exceed the general lending limit of
25%, except as allowed by other provisions of this section. For purposes
of this paragraph, a corporation or a limited liability company is a sub-
sidiary of a borrower if the borrower owns or beneficially owns directly
or indirectly more than 50 percent of the voting securities or voting
interests of the corporation or company.

(B) Loans to a borrower and a borrower’s subsidiaries that do not
meet the test contained in subsection (f)(4)(A) will not be combined
unless either the direct benefit or the common enterprise test is met.

(5) Special Rules for Loans to Partnerships, Joint Ventures and Associa-
tions. (A) As used in this subpart (5), the term ‘‘partnership’’ shall
include a partnership, joint venture or association. The term partner

shall include a partner in a partnership or a member in a joint venture
or association.

(B) General Partner. Loans to a partnership are considered to be loans
to a partner, if by the terms of the partnership agreement that partner
is held generally liable for debts or actions of the partnership.

(C) Limited Partner. If the liability of a partner is limited by the terms
of the partnership agreement, the amount of the partnership debt at-
tributable to the partner is in direct proportion to that partner’s limited
partnership liability.

(D) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsections (f)(5)(B) and
(f)(5)(C), if by the terms of the loan agreement the liability of any partner
is different than delineated in the partnership agreement, for the pur-
pose of attributing debt to the partner the loan agreement shall control.

(E) Loans to a partner are not attributed to the partnership unless
either the direct benefit or the common enterprise test is met.

(F) Loans to one partner are not attributed to other partners unless
either the direct benefit or common enterprise test is met.

(G) When a loan is made to a partner to purchase an interest in a
partnership, both the direct benefit and common enterprise tests are
deemed to be met, and the loan is attributed to the partnership.

(6) Notwithstanding the provisions of this subsection, the commis-
sioner may determine, based upon an evaluation of the facts and cir-
cumstances of a particular transaction, that a loan to one borrower may
be attributed to another borrower.

(g) The commissioner may order a bank to correct any loan not in
compliance with this section. A violation of this section shall be deemed
corrected if that portion of the borrower’s liability which created the
violation could be legally advanced under current lending limits. Fail-
ure to comply with the commissioner’s order within 60 days shall be
grounds for the proposed removal of a bank officer or director pursuant
to K.S.A. 9-1805, and amendments thereto.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 9-2111 is hereby amended to read as follows: 9-2111.
(a) Except as provided in K.S.A. 9-2107, and amendments thereto, no
trust company, trust department of a bank, corporation or other busi-
ness entity, the home office of which is located outside the state of Kan-
sas, shall establish or operate a trust facility within the state of Kansas,
unless the laws of the state where the home office of the nonresident trust
company, trust department of a bank, corporation or other business entity is
located, reciprocally authorize a Kansas chartered trust company, trust de-
partment of a bank, corporation or other business entity to establish or operate
a trust facility within that state.

(b) Before any nonresident trust company, trust department of a bank,
corporation or other business entity establishes a trust facility in Kansas, a
copy of the application submitted to the home state, and proof that the home
state has reciprocity with Kansas, must be filed by the applicant with the com-
missioner.

(c) No Kansas trust company shall establish an out-of-state trust facility
until an application has been filed with the commissioner and approval has
been received. An application filed pursuant to this section shall be subject to
the provisions in K.S.A. 9-2108, and amendments thereto.

(d) No Kansas bank with a trust department shall establish an out-of-state
trust facility until an application has been filed with the commissioner and
approval has been received. An application filed pursuant to this section shall
be subject to the provisions in K.S.A. 9-1135, and amendments thereto.

(b)(e) As used in this section, ‘‘trust facility’’ means any office,
agency, desk or other place of business, at which trust business, as de-
fined by K.S.A. 9-701 and amendments thereto, is conducted.

Sec. 5. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its

publication in the Kansas register.
