Executive Order 14-02 for Regional Emergencies
Conditional and Temporary Relief from
Motor Carrier Rules and Regulations

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 48-925(b) provides that the Gover-
nor may issue orders and proclamations which shall have
the force and effect of law under subsection (b) of K.S.A.
48-924; and

WHEREAS, Extreme cold temperatures and winter
weather events have increased the demand for propane
delivery, which requires the operation of motor carriers
and drivers of commercial motor vehicles for the pur-
poses of providing direct assistance for relief efforts in
the State of Kansas; and
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WHEREAS, This disaster has caused or threatens to
cause an emergency as defined in 49 C.F.R. 390.5, as
adopted by K.A.R. 82-4-3f and which has or threatens to
interrupt the delivery of essential services or essential
supplies or otherwise immediately threatens physical
harm or injury to persons, the public welfare and/or sub-
stantial damage to property;

NOW, THEREFORE, pursuant to the authority vested
in me as Governor of the State of Kansas, I hereby ac-
knowledge a state of emergency exists in Kansas and de-
clare it necessary to assist and expedite all disaster recov-
ery efforts. In order to accommodate this need and to
provide assistance to the citizens of Kansas in this emer-
gency situation, I hereby order the following:

1. This declaration only applies to motor carriers de-
livering propane directly participating in relief ef-
forts; and

2. In accordance with Title 49 C.F.R. 390.23, the
requirements contained in the Federal Motor Carrier
Safety Regulations, Title 49 C.F.R. Parts 390-399 are
hereby suspended through the duration of the mo-
tor carrier’s assistance in the disaster relief effort not
to exceed a period of thirty (30) days from the date
of the initial declaration unless this order is re-
scinded or expanded by further executive order; and

3. All other applicable state and federal regulations
shall apply to include but not limited to: Title 49
C.F.R. Part 382, Controlled Substances and Alcohol
Use and Testing; the Kansas Motor Vehicle Driver’s
License Act, K.S.A. 8-234 et seq. and Title 49 C.F.R.
Part 383 Commercial Driver’s License Standards as
adopted by the Kansas Uniform Commercial Driv-
ers’ License Act, K.S.A. 8-2,125 et seq.; the Federal
Minimum Levels of Financial Responsibility (insur-
ance requirements) Title 49 CFR. Part 387 as
adopted by K.AR. 82-4-3n and state insurance
requirements as provided in K.A.R. 82-4-23; and, ad-
herence to the regulations governing the Transpor-
tation of Hazardous Materials as provided Title 49
C.F.R. 397 and adopted by K.A.R. 82-4-3k and Parts:
107, 171-173, 177, 178 and 180 as adopted by K.A.R.
82-4-20; and

4. The registration and fuel tax permits as enforced by
the Kansas Department of Revenue are temporarily
suspended; and

5. The licensing, certification and permitting rules and
regulations as required by the Kansas Corporation
Commission are temporarily suspended.

FURTHER, I direct that this Executive Order shall be-

come effective immediately and shall continue in effect
until 11:59 PM on February 13, 2014; or until rescinded
upon conditions abating, whichever is less.

This document shall be filed with the Secretary of State

as Executive Order No.14-02.

Thursday, March 27, in Room 230,
secretary’s conference room, Docking State Office Building,
915 S.W. Harrison, Topeka, to consider amendments to ig-
nition interlock device regulations. Copies of these pro-
posed regulations may be found at www ksrevenue.org.

This 60-day notice of the public hearing shall constitute
a public comment period for the purpose of receiving

written comments from the public on the proposed reg-

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ulations. All interested parties may submit written public
comments on the proposed regulations prior to the hear-
ing to Kathleen Smith, tax specialist, Office of Policy and
Research, Room 230, Docking State Office Building, 915
S.W. Harrison, Topeka, 66612, or through email at kath-
leen.smith@kdor.ks.gov.

All interested parties will be given a reasonable oppor-
tunity to present their views, either orally or in writing
or both, concerning the adoption of the proposed regu-
lations. In order to give all parties an opportunity to pres-
ent their views, it may be necessary to request that each
participant limit any oral presentation to five minutes.

Any individual with a disability may request accom-
modation in order to participate in the public hearing and
may request the proposed regulations and economic im-
pact statements in an accessible format.

These regulations are proposed for adoption on a per-
manent basis. A summary of the proposed regulations
and the economic impacts follows:

Article 56.—IGNITION INTERLOCK DEVICES

Amendments to K.A.R. 92-56-1. The proposed K.A.R.
92-56-1 modifies and adds defined terms to Article 56 of
Chapter 92 of the Kansas Administrative Regulations.

Economic Impact: The Department of Revenue does
not anticipate any impact on the department, other gov-
ernment agencies, or private businesses or individuals.

Amendments to K.A.R. 92-56-2. The proposed K.A.R.
92-56-2 modifies required technical specifications for
state-approved breath alcohol ignition interlock device
(BAIID) installation and manages the BAIID manufac-
turer once it is approved to do business within the state.

Economic Impact: The adoption of this regulation will
have an economic impact upon the Department of Rev-
enue. The department anticipates that changes to these
regulations will require approximately 10 hours of work
a week for the first year. The additional work shall be
absorbed through existing positions.

The department anticipates that there will be substan-
tial economic impact on some of the state’s currently ap-
proved BAIID manufacturers. The department antici-
pates that two or three of the BAIID manufacturers are
close to having physical locations in all 31 state judicial
districts. Other BAIID manufacturers may have to bear
additional expenses as they try to develop additional
physical locations to satisfy the requirements. The de-
partment is softening the requirement by giving a grace
period to all BAIID manufacturers for regulatory com-
pliance to the new state judicial district rule.

Amendments to K.A.R. 92-56-4. The proposed K.A.R.
92-56-4 modifies required installation, inspection and cal-
ibration standards for BAIID service providers in the
state. The modifications are described below:

a. Reduction of the set point from .04 to .03. The set
point is the amount of alcohol that is observed in a
driver’s breath wherein an amount equal to or greater in
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the driver’s breath sample will result in the vehicle’s ig-
nition system being disabled.

b. Provide instruction on when rolling BAIID retests of
the driver are to occur.

c. Shorten the default calibration cycle from 60 days to
30 days.

d. Clarify the BAIID service providers’ responsibility
that the device’s anti-circumvention features must be en-
abled unless the service provider has received approval
from the Division of Vehicles.

e. Create authority for the Division of Vehicles to con-
duct spot checks of BAIID manufacturers and their serv-
ice providers.

f. Create standards for BAIID manufacturers when de-
veloping and maintaining the BAIID manufacturer’s
service providers.

g. Create a prohibition on BAIID service providers
working on their own vehicles to satisfy state license
sanction requirements.

h. Prohibit BAIID manufacturers from compelling state
customers to travel outside the state to receive BAIID
services.

Economic Impact: The adoption of this regulation will
have an economic impact upon the Department of Rev-
enue. The department anticipates that changes to these
regulations will require approximately 10 hours of work
a week regarding the management and regulation of
BAIID service providers. The department anticipates that
there will be little or slight economic impact to the Kansas
Department of Revenue based on the other modifications
to the regulation. The additional work shall be absorbed
through existing positions.

The department anticipates that there will be economic
impact on some of the state’s currently approved BAIID
manufacturers. The following describes those impacts:

a. Slight economic impact to BAIID industry. Because
the set point is being reduced to .03 from .04 there will
be a proportional increase in test failures and lockouts,
and that will lead to an increase in customer visits to
BAIID service providers to inspect and recalibrate the
BAIID. The customer can avoid these visits by not at-
tempting to start his or her vehicle while he or she has
alcohol in his/her system.

b. No economic impact.

c. This shortening of the calibration period will have
an economic impact on the BAIID service providers for it
will require more work. Rather than a 10- to 30-minute
calibration once every 60 days, the BAIID service pro-
vider will be required to perform the work more fre-
quently. This cost is reduced somewhat by the new re-
quirement that a BAIID manufacturer have a fixed
location in the state’s judicial districts. The cost to the
consumer should remain about the same because some
BAIID service providers were charging a greater amount
for the 60-day calibration check.

Amendments to K.A.R. 92-56-5. The proposed K.A.R.
92-56-5 modifies the Department of Revenue’s revocation
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and suspension process for state-approved BAIID man-
ufacturers. The modifications are described below:

a. The insurance requirement contained in K.A.R. 92-
56-3 remains a continuing requirement for state certifi-
cation and does not need to be addressed in the regula-
tion.

b. The regulation is modified to specifically incorporate
the other ignition interlock regulations and to emphasis
that the BAIID manufacturer is responsible for the actions
of its representative and service providers.

c. The regulation is modified to specifically address
failures of a BAIID manufacturer to maintain and support
an indigency program.

d. The regulation is modified to specifically address the
department’s authority to take action upon a BAIID man-
ufacturer’s failure to comply with the statewide coverage
requirement of K.S.A. 8-1017.

e. The modification provides the department with au-
thority to suspend a BAIID manufacturer rather than re-
voke such manufacturer. The modification also gives the
department authority to compel a BAIID manufacturer to
terminate its relationship with a problematic BAIID serv-
ice provider.

Economic Impact: The adoption of this regulation will
have little economic impact upon the Department of Rev-
enue.

The department anticipates that the most significant ec-
onomic impact from this regulation will concern the new
state judicial district requirement for BAIID manufactur-
ers that will require all manufacturers have a greater
physical location footprint throughout the state. Some
BAIID manufacturers that do not currently promote a
statewide network of service will have to undertake some
expense to comply with the statute and these regulations.

Adoption of K.A.R. 92-56-6. Service provider; reloca-
tion and replacement. The proposed K.A.R. 92-56-6 is a
new regulation that clarifies a BAIID manufacturer’s re-
sponsibilities when its service provider terminates its re-
lationship with the BAIID manufacturer or when such
manufacturer replaces a service provider with another
service provider in the same state judicial district. The
regulation provides the customer and Department of
Revenue with direction when dealing with a BAIID man-
ufacturer that temporarily or permanently moves out of
a geographic area.

Economic Impact: The adoption of this regulation will
have little economic impact upon the Department of Rev-
enue.

The department does not anticipate this regulation will
have significant negative economic impact on BAIID
manufacturers. A version of this regulation is found in
many other states and the BAIID manufacturers are fa-
miliar with the requirement.

Adoption of K.A.R. 92-56-7. Security; tampering pro-
hibitions; conflict of interest. The proposed K.A.R. 92-
56-7 is a new regulation that increases the level of pro-
fessionalism required of BAIID service providers and
manufacturer’s representatives. The first part of the reg-
ulation prohibits a service provider from tampering with
or circumventing the BAIID to assist a customer in avoid-
ing his or her BAIID restriction requirements. The regu-
lation also requires a BAIID service provider to not per-
mit a customer to directly observe the installation and/or
service of the BAIID. The purpose of such prohibition is

to avoid empowering the customer with knowledge to
tamper with or circumvent security features contained in
the BAIID. The second part of the regulation prohibits a
service provider, service provider’s employee or manu-
facturer’s representative from installing a BAIID in their
own vehicle for purposes of satisfying Department of
Revenue driver’s license restriction requirements.

Economic Impact: The adoption of this regulation will
have no economic impact upon the Department of Rev-
enue.

The department does not anticipate this regulation will
have significant economic impact on BAIID manufactur-
ers. A version of this regulation is found in many other
states and the BAIID manufacturers are familiar with the
requirement.

Adoption of K.A.R. 92-56-8. Device removal. The pro-
posed K.A.R. 92-56-8 is a new regulation that increases
the level of professionalism required of BAIID service
providers and manufacturer’s representatives relating to
the removal of the BAIID from the customer’s vehicle.

In addition, the regulation creates explicit notification
requirements for the BAIID service provider that will as-
sist the customer and Division of Vehicles to transition
the customer’s driver’s license status to regular driving
privileges upon the completion of required license sanc-
tions and controls.

Economic Impact: The adoption of this regulation will
have no economic impact upon the Department of Rev-
enue.

The department does not anticipate this regulation will
have significant economic impact on BAIID manufactur-
ers. A version of this regulation is found in many other
states and the BAIID manufacturers are familiar with the
requirement.

Adoption of K.A.R. 92-56-9. Proof of installation. The
proposed K.A.R. 92-56-9 is a new regulation that clarifies
the requirement in K.S.A. 8-1015, and amendments
thereto, that mandates the Division of Vehicles can only
fully reinstate normal driving privileges once it has re-
ceived proof of completion of any mandatory BAIID re-
striction period. The regulation also addresses rare in-
stances wherein a customer is confronted with: 1) a
disability that affects his or her ability to provide a normal
breath sample; or 2) logistical problems based on the
driver’s state not having a BAIID program or alternative.

Economic Impact: The adoption of this regulation will
have little economic impact upon the Department of Rev-
enue. If there is any impact, it will be positive to the de-
partment for the regulation will assist the state’s disabled
and help the department address those cases on a case-
by-case basis.

The department does not anticipate this regulation will
have significant economic impact on other government
agencies, private businesses or individuals.

Article 2.—FEES, REGISTRATIONS
AND OTHER CHARGES

115-2-3. Camping, utility, and other fees. (a) Each
overnight camping permit shall be valid only for the state
park for which it is purchased and shall expire at 2:00
p-m. on the day following its effective date.

(b) Any annual camping permit may be used in any
state park for unlimited overnight camping, subject to
other laws and regulations of the secretary. This permit
shall expire on December 31 of the year for which it is
issued.

(c) Any 14-night camping permit may be used in any
state park. This permit shall expire when the permit has
been used a total of 14 nights, or on December 31 of the
year for which it is issued, whichever is first.

(d) Camping permits shall not be transferable.

(e) The fee for a designated prime camping area permit
shall be in addition to the overnight, annual, 14-night, or
other camping permit fee, and shall apply on a nightly
basis.

(f) Fees shall be due at the time of campsite occupancy
and by noon of any subsequent days of campsite occu-
pancy.

(g) Fees set by this regulation shall be in addition to
any required motor vehicle permit fee specified in K.A.R.
115-2-2.

Article 4—BIG GAME

115-4-15. Restitution scoring system; white-tailed
deer; mule deer; elk; antelope. (a) For the purpose of
establishing restitution values, each of the following
terms shall have the meaning specified in this subsection:

(1) “”Abnormal point” means a point that is nontypical
in shape or location.

(2) "Antler burr”” means the elevated bony rim around
the antler base of a deer or elk that is just above the skin
of the pedicle.

(3) “First normal point” means the longest, first point
immediately above, but not part of, the antler burr. If this
point is branched, the longest and straightest portion of
the point shall be used for measurement. All other points
branching from this point shall be considered abnormal
points.

(4) “Gross score” means the number derived by total-
ing certain measurements taken from the antlers or horns
of a big game animal in accordance with this regulation.

(5) “Inside spread of the main antler beams’” means the
measurement at right angles to the center line of the skull
at the widest point between main antler beams.

(6) “Length of the main antler beam’” means the meas-
urement from the lowest outside edge of the antler burr
over the outer curve to the most distant point of what is
or appears to be the main antler beam beginning at the
place on the antler burr where the center line along the
outer curve of the beam intersects the antler burr.

(7) “Normal point” means a point that projects from
the main antler beam in a typical shape or location.

(8) “Point” means a projection on the antler of a deer
or elk that is at least one inch long as measured from its
tip to the nearest edge of the antler beam and the length
of which exceeds the width at one inch or more of length.
“Point” shall not include an antler beam tip.
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(b) All measurements shall be made to the nearest 1/8
of an inch using a flexible steel tape that is 1/4 inch wide.

(c) The gross score of an antlered whitetail deer shall
be determined by adding together all of the following
measurements:

(1) The inside spread of the main antler beams, not to
exceed the length of the longest main antler beam;

(2) the length of the main antler beam on the deer’s
right side;

(3) the length of the main antler beam on the deer’s left
side;

(4) the total length of all abnormal points on the right
and left antlers;

(5) the total length of all normal points on the right and
left antlers as measured from the nearest edge of the main
antler beam over the outer curve to the tip. To determine
the baseline for normal point measurement, the tape shall
be laid along the outer curve of the antler beam so that
the top edge of the tape coincides with the top edge of
the antler beam on both sides of the point; and

(6) the following circumference measurements from the
right and left antlers:

(A) The circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the antler burr and the first normal point on the
main antler beam. If the first normal point is missing, the
circumference shall be taken at the smallest place between
the antler burr and the second normal point;

(B) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the first normal point and the second normal point
on the main antler beam. If the first normal point is miss-
ing, the circumference shall be taken at the smallest place
between the antler burr and the second normal point;

(C) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the second normal point and the third normal
point on the main antler beam; and

(D) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the third normal point and the fourth normal point
on the main antler beam. If the fourth normal point is
missing, the circumference shall be taken halfway be-
tween the third normal point and the tip of the main ant-
ler beam.

(d) The gross score of an antlered mule deer shall be
determined by adding together all of the following mea-
surements:

(1) The inside spread of the main antler beams, not to
exceed the length of the longest main antler beam;

(2) the length of the main antler beam on the deer’s
right side;

(3) the length of the main antler beam on the deer’s left
side;

(4) the total length of all abnormal points on the right
and left antlers;

(5) the total length of all normal points on the right and
left antlers as measured from the nearest edge of the main
antler beam over the outer curve to the tip. To determine
the baseline for normal point measurement, the tape shall
be laid along the outer curve of the antler beam so that
the top edge of the tape coincides with the top edge of
the antler beam on both sides of the point; and

(6) the following circumference measurements from the
right and left antlers:
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(A) The circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the antler burr and the first normal point on the
main antler beam. If the first normal point is missing, the
circumference shall be taken at the smallest place between
the antler burr and the second normal point;

(B) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the first normal point and the second normal point
on the main antler beam. If the first normal point is miss-
ing, the circumference shall be taken at the smallest place
between the antler burr and the second normal point;

(C) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the main antler beam and the third normal point;
and

(D) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the second normal point and the fourth normal
point. If the fourth normal point is missing, the circum-
ference shall be taken halfway between the second nor-
mal point and the tip of the main antler beam.

(e) The gross score of an antlered elk shall be deter-
mined by adding together all of the following measure-
ments:

(1) The inside spread of the main antler beams, not to
exceed the length of the longest main antler beam;

(2) the length of the main antler beam on the elk’s right
side;

(3) the length of the main antler beam on the elk’s left
side;

(4) the total length of all abnormal points on the right
and left antlers;

(5) the total length of all normal points on the right and
left antlers as measured from the nearest edge of the main
antler beam over the outer curve to the tip. To determine
the baseline for normal point measurement, the tape shall
be laid along the outer curve of the antler beam so that
the top edge of the tape coincides with the top edge of
the antler beam on both sides of the point; and

(6) the following circumference measurements from the
right and left antlers:

(A) The circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the first normal point and the second normal point
on the main antler beam;

(B) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the second normal point and the third normal
point on the main antler beam;

(C) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the third normal point and the fourth normal point
on the main antler beam; and

(D) the circumference taken at the smallest place be-
tween the fourth normal point and the fifth normal point
on the main antler beam. If the fifth normal point is miss-
ing, the circumference shall be taken halfway between the
fourth normal point and the tip of the main antler beam.

(f) The gross score of an antelope shall be determined
by adding together all of the following measurements:

(1) The length of the right horn measured along the
center of the outer curve from the tip of the horn to a
point in line with the lowest edge of the base, using a
straight edge to establish the line end;

(2) the length of the left horn measured along the center

of the outer curve from the tip of the horn to a point in
(continued)
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line with the lowest edge of the base, using a straight edge
to establish the line end;

(3) the circumference of the base of each horn, mea-
sured at a right angle to the axis of the horn, not to follow
the irregular edge of the horn. The line of the measure-
ment shall be entirely on horn material;

(4) three circumference measurements on each horn
based on the criteria specified in this paragraph. The
length of the longest horn shall be divided by four. Start-
ing at the base, each horn shall be marked at these quar-
ters, even though the other horn may be shorter. The cir-
cumference shall be measured at these marks at a right
angle to the axis of the horn. If the prong of the horn
interferes with the first measurement from the base, this
measurement shall be taken immediately below the
swelling of the prong. If the second measurement from
the base falls in the swelling of the prong, this measure-
ment shall be taken immediately above the swelling of
the prong; and
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(5) the length of the prong measured from the tip of the
prong along the upper edge of the outer side to the horn,
then continuing around the horn, at a right angle to the
long axis of the horn, to a point at the rear of the horn
where a straight edge crossing the back of both horns
touches the horn. If there is a crack where the prong ex-
tends from the horn, the length of the prong shall be taken
passing over the entire crack. Once the initial prong
length is taken, the width of the crack shall be measured
and deducted from the initial prong length. The adjusted
length shall be the recorded length of the prong. (Au-
thorized by and implementing K.S.A. 2013 Supp.
