Article 4—CONTINUING EDUCATION
REQUIREMENTS

71-4-1. Continuing education credit hours and ba-
sic cardiac life support certificate required for renewal
of license of dentist and dental hygienist. (a) Each li-
censee shall submit to the board, with the license renewal
application, a current “basic cardiac life support for the
health care provider” certificate from the American heart
association or a current certificate deemed equivalent by
the board from a provider approved by the board. The
continuing education hours for either certificate may be
applied to the continuing education requirement speci-
fied in subsection (b). Any dentist licensee who holds a
specialist certificate may consider these continuing edu-
cation hours as pertaining to that licensee’s specialty hour
requirement.

(b) Each dentist licensee shall submit to the board, with
the license renewal application, evidence of satisfactory
completion of at least 60 hours of continuing education
courses that qualify for credit. At least two of these hours
shall be in ethics. Each dentist licensee who holds a spe-
cialist certificate shall provide evidence satisfactory to the
board that at least 40 of the required 60 hours of contin-
uing education are in courses in the specialty for which
the licensee holds a specialist certificate. Each required
course hour shall be completed in the 24-month period
immediately preceding the date of expiration of the li-
cense. The term ““courses’ as used in this article shall in-
clude courses, institutes, seminars, programs, and meet-
ings.

(c) Each dental hygienist licensee shall submit, with the
license renewal application, evidence of satisfactory com-
pletion of at least 30 hours of continuing dental education
courses that qualify for credit. At least one of these hours
shall be in ethics. Each course shall have been completed
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in the 24-month period immediately preceding the date
of expiration of the dental hygienist license.

(d) An extension of time to complete a continuing ed-
ucation requirement may be granted by the board if it
finds that good cause has been shown. (Authorized by
K.S.A. 2013 Supp.

Article 11.-FEES

(3) Each sample distribution permit shall be $24.00.

Article 21.-PRESCRIPTION MONITORING
PROGRAM

638-21-1. Definitions. As used in these regulations,
the following terms shall have the meanings specified in
this regulation:

(a) “Authentication” means the provision of informa-
tion, an electronic device, or a certificate by the board or
its designee to a dispenser or prescriber that allows the
dispenser or prescriber to electronically access prescrip-
tion monitoring information. The authentication may in-
clude the provision of a user name, a password, or an
electronic identification device or certificate.

(b) “Dispenser identification number” means the drug
enforcement administration (DEA) number if available
or, if not available, the national provider identifier (NPI).

(c) “Drug enforcement administration number’”” means
a unique registration number issued to an authorized pre-
scriber of controlled substances by the drug enforcement
administration, United States department of justice.

(d) “National provider identifier” and “NPI”” mean a
unique 10-digit number issued by the national provider
identifier registry and used to identify each health care
provider whose services are authorized by medicaid or
medicare.

(e) ““Patient identification number” means that pa-
tient’s unexpired temporary or permanent driver’s li-
cense number or state-issued identification card number.
If the patient does not have one of those numbers, the
dispenser shall use the patient’s insurance identification
number. If the patient does not have an insurance iden-
tification number, the dispenser shall use the patient’s
first, middle, and last initials, followed by the patient’s
eight-digit birth date.

(f) “Prescriber identification number” means the DEA
number if available or, if not available, the NPI.

(g) “Program” means the Kansas prescription moni-
toring program.

(h) “Report” means a compilation of data concerning
a dispenser, patient, drug of concern, or scheduled sub-
stance as defined in K.S.A. 65-1682(g) and amendments

thereto.
(continued)
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(i) “Stakeholder” means a person, group, or organiza-
tion that could be affected by the program’s actions, ob-
jectives, and policies.

(j) “Valid photographic identification”” means any of
the following;:

(1) An unexpired permanent or temporary driver’s li-
cense or instruction permit issued by any U.S. state or
Canadian province;

(2) an unexpired state identification card issued by any
U.S. state or Canadian province;

(3) an unexpired official passport issued by any nation;

(4) an unexpired United States armed forces identifi-
cation card issued to any active duty, reserve, or retired
member and the member’s dependents;

(5) an unexpired merchant marine identification card
issued by the United States coast guard;

(6) an unexpired state liquor control identification card
issued by the liquor control authority of any U.S. state or
Canadian province; or

(7) an unexpired enrollment card issued by the govern-
ing authority of a federally recognized Indian tribe lo-
cated in Kansas, if the enrollment card incorporates se-
curity features comparable to those used by the Kansas
department of revenue for drivers’ licenses.

(k) ““Zero report” means an electronic data submission
reflecting no dispensing activity for a given period.

This regulation shall take effect 90 days after publica-
tion in the Kansas register. (Authorized by K.5.A. 65-1692;

(e) An extension for the filing of a report shall be
granted to a dispenser if the board is unable to receive
electronic reports submitted by the dispenser.

(f) Each dispenser that is registered or licensed to dis-
pense scheduled substances, as defined in K.S.A. 65-
1682(g) and amendments thereto, or any drugs of concern
in this state or to an address in this state but does not
dispense any of these drugs shall notify the board in writ-
ing that the dispenser will not be reporting to the board.

HOUSE BILL No. 2130

AN ACT concerning elections; relating to petitions; relating to ballot lan-
guage statements; amending K.S.A. 2012 Supp. 25-205, 25-302a, 25-
303, 25-3602, 25-4005, 25-4310 and 25-4320 and repealing the existing
sections.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Kansas:

New Section 1. (a) A county election officer may request the prep-
aration of a ballot language statement for the purposes of explaining
the language of a ballot question of any municipality as defined by
K.S.A. 75-6102, and amendments thereto.

(1) If a request is submitted pursuant to this subsection and if the
ballot question language was derived from a petition submitted to the
office of the county attorney, district attorney or county counselor pur-
suant to K.S.A. 25-3601, and amendments thereto, such county election
officer shall, within 10 days of certification, request the office of the
county attorney, district attorney or county counselor, as applicable, to
prepare the ballot language statement in compliance with the require-
ments of paragraph (3).

(2) If a request is submitted pursuant to this subsection and if the
ballot question language did not derive from a petition submitted to the
office of the county attorney, district attorney or county counselor pur-
suant to K.S.A. 25-3601, and amendments thereto, such county election
officer shall, within 10 days of publication, request the office of secretary
of state to prepare the ballot language statement in compliance with the
requirements of paragraph (3).

(3) A ballot language statement shall fairly and accurately explain
what a vote for and what a vote against the measure represents. Such
ballot language statements shall be true and impartial statements of the
effect of a vote for and against the measure in language neither inten-
tionally argumentative nor likely to create prejudice for or against the
proposed measure. A ballot language statement shall be prepared and
transmitted in good faith and without malice.

(b) (1) Within 15 days of a request by a county election officer to
prepare a ballot language statement pursuant to subsection (a)(1), the
office of the county attorney, district attorney or county counselor, as
applicable, shall prepare and forward such ballot language statement
to the office of secretary of state for approval by the secretary of state
or the secretary of state’s designee that such ballot language statement
complies with the requirements of subsection (a)(3). Within five days
following the receipt of the ballot language statement, the office of sec-
retary of state shall furnish the county election officer with the ballot
language statement as approved by the office of secretary of state as in
compliance with the requirements of subsection (a)(3).

(2) Within 15 days of a request by a county election officer to prepare
a ballot language statement pursuant to subsection (a)(2), the secretary
of state or the secretary’s designee shall prepare and forward such ballot
language statement to the office of the attorney general for approval by
the attorney general, or any assistant attorney general, that such ballot
language statement complies with the requirements of subsection (a)(3).
Within five days following the receipt of the ballot language statement,
the office of the attorney general shall furnish the county election officer
with the ballot language statement as approved by the office of the
attorney general as in compliance with the requirements of subsection
(@)(3).

(c) Aballot language statement prepared under this section shall be:

(1) Posted in each polling place, but shall not be placed on the ballot;

(2) provided to registered voters voting by advance ballot. Such bal-
lot language statement shall not be placed on the ballot when provided
to a registered voter voting by advance ballot; and

(3) made available for public inspection in the office of the county
election officer. A ballot language statement prepared under this section
may be posted on the official website of the county.

(d) There shall be no cause of action at law or in equity challenging
the validity of the form of a ballot language statement prepared under
this section. There shall be no liability on the part of and no cause of
action of any nature shall arise against the attorney general, any assis-
tant attorney general, the secretary of state, the secretary of state’s em-
ployees, the county election officer, the county attorney, the district at-
torney or the county counselor as a result of the preparation of a ballot
language statement under this section. The preparation of a ballot lan-
guage statement shall not form any basis for an election contest or result
in the waiver of any immunity by the state or any of its subdivisions.

(e) If the ballot language statement is not available to insert with the
advance ballots, no ballot language statement shall be prepared or made
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available at the polling place, office of the county election officer, on the
official website of the county or the news media.

(f) The secretary of state may promulgate by rules and regulations
the rights and responsibilities of election officials which shall be taught
to all election officials to aid such officials in understanding their jobs.

Sec. 2. K.S.A. 2012 Supp. 25-205 is hereby amended to read as fol-
