It is amended to add a STEM license valid for grades 8-
12, for the current or upcoming school year. The new li-
cense accommodates HB 2506, which provides for a
teaching license to be issued to individuals holding a de-
gree in science, technology, mathematics, engineering, fi-
nance or accounting with five years of experience in the
subject matter and an offer for hire.

K.A.R. 91-1-202. Edits reflect the proposed change in
names for endorsements from adaptive and functional
special education to “high incidence special education”
and “low incidence special education.” New endorse-
ments for the direct entry special education programs are
established as “elementary education unified”” and “’spe-
cial education generalist — high incidence.” “Elementary
education” is proposed to replace the current endorse-
ment name “early childhood through late childhood gen-
eralist.” Lastly, language referencing a professional edu-
cation component for special education programs has
been edited to reflect updates in the professional educa-
tion standards.

K.A.R. 91-1-203. This regulation establishes the
requirements for all licenses. Edits reflect the follow
changes:

* Graduate GPA requirement:

o clarification that a GPA requirement for school
leadership and school specialist license only in-
volves the coursework for the respective pro-
grams, not comprehensive graduate level course-
work

» Leadership hierarchy:
o establishes a hierarchy that district leaders must
first complete building-level leadership pro-
grams

» Experience for leadership license:

o increases the number of required years of expe-
rience for leadership license from three to five
years

o provides greater flexibility by starting to count
the accredited experience beginning with the in-
itial license rather than only counting experience
under the professional-level license

* Mentoring as the performance assessment:
o formalizes into regulation action by the board in
2008
o strengthens the mentoring requirement by re-
quiring that the mentoring programs are based
on model mentor guidelines

» Teacher leader section:

o edit to the experience requirement clarifies that
teacher leader is available for all educators with
a classroom teaching background

o removes sunset date to allow teacher leader li-
cense to continue

o inserts new sunset date in section regarding the
assessment to allow additional time for devel-
opment of the assessment
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* Provisional license for special education:

o edits to reflect the name change in adaptive and
functional and to insert deaf or hard of hearing
and visually impaired to correct their omission
from this section

K.A.R. 91-1-204. Amendments to this regulation fall
into two categories. The first are edits that align to the
edits as previously shown, made in 91-1-203 for leader-
ship and specialist licenses. The second group of amend-
ments provides additional flexibility for out-of-state ap-
plicants:

« Edits for leadership and specialist licenses:

o graduate GPA, hierarchy and experience for
leadership to align with amendments in 91-1-203

o edit to simplify language by using the term stan-
dard license

* Amendments for increased flexibility:

o teaching: for equitability across all states, re-
moved requirement to have achieved the profes-
sional-level teaching license out-of-state in order
to receive the professional-level license as their
first Kansas license. Replaced “professional” li-
cense with “standard” license

o school leadership and school specialist: added
a new option for school leadership and school
specialist out-of-state license holders to come in
at the professional license level based on amount
of experience

o alternative route completers: acceptance of set
amount of successful experience in lieu of Licen-
sure Review Committee appeal

K.A.R. 91-1-220. Amendments to this regulation
accomplish three things:

Article 11.—PERSONAL AND FAMILY
PROTECTION ACT

16-11-7. Concealed carry signs. (a) For the pur-
poses of this regulation, the terms “state or municipal
building,” “state,” and ““municipal”’ shall have the mean-
ing specified in K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 75-7¢20, and amend-
ments thereto.

(b) No license issued pursuant to or recognized under
the personal and family protection act shall authorize the
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licensee to carry a concealed handgun into any building
other than a state or municipal building if the building is
conspicuously posted with one of the following;:

(1) Signs that include the graphic in the document titled
“buildings other than state and municipal buildings:
signage adopted by the Kansas attorney general,” dated
June 20, 2013, which is hereby adopted by reference; or

(2) signs posted in accordance with K.A.R. 16-13-1(d).

(c) No license issued pursuant to or recognized under
the personal and family protection act shall authorize the
licensee to carry a concealed handgun into any state or
municipal building if the governing body or, if no gov-
erning body exists, the chief administrative officer for that
state or municipal building has performed the following:

(1) Either installed adequate security measures or tem-
porarily exempted the state or municipal building from
K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 75-7c20, and amendments thereto; and

(2) either posted signs in accordance with K.A.R. 16-
13-1(d) or conspicuously posted signs that include the
graphic and text in any of the following documents,
which are hereby adopted by reference:

(A) “State and municipal buildings: signage adopted
by the Kansas attorney general,” dated June 20, 2013;

(B) “state and municipal buildings: signage adopted by
the Kansas attorney general,” dated July 10, 2013; or

(C) “state and municipal buildings: signage adopted by
the Kansas attorney general,” dated September 26, 2013.

The top of the text shall be at least one inch but no more
than two inches below the graphic. The text shall be in
black letters and shall be no smaller than the text below
the graphic in any of the documents adopted in this sub-
section. The text ““State or Municipal Building, 2013 HB
2052 EXEMPT” or “State or Municipal Building,
EXEMPT” shall be printed in boldface.

(d) “Conspicuously posted,” when used to describe
any sign adopted in this regulation, shall mean that the
sign meets the following requirements:

(1) Has a white background;

(2) includes the graphic design that is contained in the
documents adopted in this regulation and that meets the
following requirements:

(A) Depicts the handgun in black ink;

(B) depicts the circle with a diagonal slash across the
handgun in red ink; and

(C) is at least six inches in diameter;

(3) contains no text or other markings within the one-
inch area surrounding the graphic design;

(4) contains no text other than the text specified in the
documents adopted in paragraph (c)(2) or in K.A.R. 16-
13-1(d);

(5) is visible from the exterior of the building and is not
obstructed by doors, sliding doorways, displays, or other
postings;

(6) is posted at the eye level of an adult, which shall
mean that the entire sign is between four feet and six feet
from the ground;

(7) is posted not more than 12 inches to the right or left
of each exterior public and nonpublic entrance to the
building; and

(8) is legible. Each sign that becomes illegible shall be
replaced immediately.
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(e) Except as provided in K.A.R. 16-13-1, signs posted
in accordance with subsections (b) through (d) of this reg-
ulation shall also prohibit the unconcealed carry of fire-
arms within a building to the extent allowed by law.

(f) Signs that meet the requirements of this regulation
may be obtained by contacting the office of the attorney
general or may be reproduced from the web site of the
office of the attorney general. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2013

Article 13.—OPEN CARRY SIGNS

16-13-1. Open carry signs. (a) For the purposes of
this regulation, the terms “state or municipal building,”
“state,”” and “municipal” shall have the meaning speci-
fied in K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 75-7c20, and amendments
thereto.

(b) Signs posted in accordance with K.A.R. 16-11-7 shall
also prohibit the unconcealed carry of firearms within a
building to the extent allowed by law.

(c) Except as otherwise provided by law, it shall be un-
lawful to carry an unconcealed firearm into a building
that is posted at each exterior entrance with a sign that
meets the following requirements:

(1) Contains the sentence “The open carrying of fire-
arms in this building is prohibited”” with the word “pro-
hibited” printed in underlined boldface. The text shall be
in black ink and no smaller than the text in the document
titled ““open carry prohibited: signage adopted by the
Kansas attorney general,” dated June 16, 2014, which is
hereby adopted by reference;

(2) has a white background;

(3) has a red border in the shape of an octagon that
encloses the text specified in paragraph (c)(1) and is no
smaller than the border in the document titled “open
carry prohibited: signage adopted by the Kansas attorney
general”’;

(4) contains no text or markings other than the text and
markings specified in this subsection;

(5) is visible from the exterior of the building and is not
obstructed by doors, sliding doorways, displays, or other
postings;

(6) is posted ““at the eye level of an adult,” which shall
mean that each sign is entirely between four feet and six
feet from the ground;

(7) is posted not more than 12 inches to the right or left
of all entrances to the building; and

(8) is legible. Each sign that becomes illegible shall be
replaced immediately.

(d)(1) Except as otherwise provided by law, it shall be
unlawful to carry a concealed handgun into a building
that allows the unconcealed carry of firearms if the build-
ing is posted at each exterior entrance with a sign that
meets the following requirements:

(A) Contains the text and graphic contained in one of
the following:
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(i) The document titled ““buildings other than state or
municipal buildings: signage to allow open carry but pro-
hibit concealed carry,” adopted by the Kansas attorney
general and dated June 16, 2014, which is hereby adopted
by reference;

(ii) the document titled “K.S.A. 2013 Supp. 75-7c20-ex-
empt state or municipal buildings: signage to allow open
carry but prohibit concealed carry,” adopted by the Kan-
sas attorney general and dated June 16, 2014, which is
hereby adopted by reference; or

(iii) the document titled ““all buildings: supplemental
signage to allow open carry but prohibit concealed
carry,” adopted by the Kansas attorney general and dated
June 17, 2014, which is hereby adopted by reference and
shall be posted immediately above appropriate signs
posted pursuant to K.A.R. 16-11-7;

(B) has a white background;

(C) depicts the graphic in accordance with K.A.R. 16-
11-7(d)(2);

(D) contains no text or markings other than the text and
markings specified in this subsection;

(E) is visible from the exterior of the building and is
not obstructed by doors, sliding doorways, displays, or
other postings;

(F) is posted ““at the eye level of an adult,” which shall
mean that each sign is entirely between four feet and six
feet from the ground;

(G) is posted not more than 12 inches to the right or left
of all entrances to the building; and

(H) is legible. Each sign that becomes illegible shall be
replaced immediately.

(2) The text of each sign shall be in black letters and
shall be no smaller than the text contained in the appli-
cable document adopted in this subsection. The text
“OPEN CARRY ALLOWED, CONCEALED CARRY
PROHIBITED” shall be in capital letters, and the top of
the text shall be at least one inch but no more than two
inches above the graphic. The word “allowed” in the
phrase “open carry allowed” and the word ““prohibited”
in the phrase ““concealed carry prohibited” shall be
printed in underlined boldface. The text “State or Munic-
ipal Building, 2013 HB 2052 EXEMPT” or “State or Mu-
nicipal Building, EXEMPT"’ shall be printed in boldface
and shall be at least one inch but no more than two inches
below the graphic.

(e) Signs that meet the requirements of this regulation
may be obtained by contacting the office of the attorney
general or may be reproduced from the web site of the
office of the attorney general.

123-6-105. Good time credit rate for offenses com-
mitted before July 1, 2014. (a) The portion of an of-
fender’s sentence to a juvenile correctional facility, for
crimes committed on and after December 1, 2006 but be-
fore July 1, 2014 may be reduced by no more than 30%
through awarded and retained good time credits.

(e) Intrafacility transfers and interfacility transfers shall
not affect good time credits awarded. (Authorized by
K.S.A. 2013 Supp.
