Emissions of oxides of nitrogen (NO,), sulfur dioxide
(SO,), carbon monoxide (CO), carbon dioxide equivalents
(COse), volatile organic compounds (VOCs), particulate
matter (PM), PM less than or equal to 10 microns (PM,,),
PM less than or equal to 2.5 microns (PM, ;) and hazard-
ous air pollutants (HAPs) were evaluated during the per-
mit review process.

The proposed permit is to be issued in accordance with
the provisions of K.A.R. 28-19-350, prevention of signifi-
cant deterioration (PSD), which adopt the federal stan-
dards, procedures and requirements of 40 CFR 52.21 by
reference. These air quality regulations apply to major
stationary emission sources located in areas designated
as “attainment” under the federal Clean Air Act (CAA).
Attainment areas are areas where the air quality meets or
is better than the National Ambient Air Quality Stan-
dards (NAAQS).

The PSD regulations require evaluation of emission re-
duction techniques to identify the best available control
technology (BACT) for each regulated pollutant, includ-
ing GHGs, for which the emission rate exceeds the PSD
significant level. The purpose of BACT is to affect the
maximum degree of reduction achievable, taking into ac-
count energy, environmental and economic impacts for
each regulated pollutant under review. Evaluation of the
estimated emissions for the ABBK project indicates that
the emission rates of NO,, CO, SO,, VOCs, PM, PM,,,
PM, 5 and CO,e all exceed the significance levels. The fa-

cility conducted the required BACT analyses. This permit
required a BACT review for the temporary rental natural
gas-fired boiler. The KDHE has reviewed the BACT anal-
yses submitted by ABBK for the project and concurs with
its findings. The BACT analysis and findings are sum-
marized in Section IX of the Permit Summary Sheet.

An ambient impact analysis was not required. 40 CFR
52.21 (i)(3) states that the requirements for dispersion
modeling shall not apply to PSD permits if emissions
would impact no Class I area and no area where an ap-
plicable increment is known to be violated, and would be
temporary. The proposed rental boiler meets these crite-
ria; therefore, dispersion modeling was not required. No
increase in increment consumption will result from the
temporary rental boiler operations.

The federal land manager of any adversely impacted
federal Class I area has the opportunity to provide the
secretary of health and environment with a demonstra-
tion that the emissions from the proposed source will
have an adverse impact on air quality-related values in
the federal Class I area.
