The Kansas Department of Health and Environment, 
Division of Environment, Bureau of Water, will conduct 

a public hearing at 10:00 a.m. Tuesday, October 3, 2017, 
in the Azure Conference Room, Curtis State Office Build-
ing, 1000 SW Jackson, Topeka, Kansas, to consider the 
adoption of proposed amended regulations K.A.R. 28-16-
28b, 28-16-28d, 28-16-28e and 28-16-28f and the adoption 
of proposed new regulation K.A.R. 28-16-28h regarding 
Kansas surface water quality standards.

A summary of the proposed regulations and the esti-
mated economic impact follows:
Summary of Regulations

K.A.R. 28-16-28b. Definitions. Adds definitions for the 
terms discharger, highest attainable condition, interim cri-
terion, interim designated use, multiple-discharger vari-
ance and MDV, pollutant minimization plan and PMP, 
and reconfiguration activities. Modifies the definitions of 
the terms background concentration and numeric criteria 
value, which eliminates table 1e from the “Kansas Surface 
Water Quality Standards: Tables of Numeric Criteria.” 
Replaces the definition for the term variance. Revises the 
terms criterion and critical low flow and the general lan-
guage of the regulation to include reference to proposed 
new regulation K.A.R. 28-16-28h. Revises the term use at-
tainability analysis, which eliminates a referenced regula-
tion and reflects the current K.S.A. 82a-2001. Adopts the 
June 15, 2016, “Kansas Implementation Procedures: Sur-
face Water Quality Standards.”

K.A.R. 28-16-28d. Surface water classification and use 
designation. Revises and updates the adoption by refer-
ence of 40 C.F.R. 131.10(g).

K.A.R. 28-16-28e. Surface water quality criteria. De-
letes reference to Table 1e from the regulation because the 
table has been removed from the “Kansas Surface Water 
Quality Standards: Tables of Numeric Criteria.” Adopts 
the March 2, 2017, “Kansas Surface Water Quality Stan-
dards: Tables of Numeric Criteria” that updates the tables 
as follows: Revises Table 1a to add a new reference for the 
ammonia aquatic life criteria. Moves the selenium, total 
criteria and selenium (V) criteria from the metals section 
of Table 1a to the Other Inorganic Substances section. A 
new Table 1c presents new total ammonia acute criterion. 
This table replaces Table 1c pH- dependent acute aquatic 
life criteria for total ammonia. A new Table 1d presents 
new total ammonia chronic criterion. This table replaces 
Table 1d pH- and temperature-dependent chronic aquatic 
life criteria for total ammonia early life stages of fish ab-
sent. Table 1e has been stricken due to the new proposed 
ammonia criteria. The title of Table 1f has been revised 
adding the word “ammonia” preceding “chronic.”

K.A.R 28-16-28f. Administration of surface water 
quality standards. Updates the regulatory process for 
variances allowing for individual and multiple discharg-
er variances.

K.A.R. 28-16-28h. Surface water variance register. 
Adopts the “Kansas Surface Water Quality Standards 
Variance Register” to document surface water quality 
standard variances that have been approved by the Sec-
retary and made available to the public.
Economic Impact

Cost to the agency: The proposed regulations will not 
result in increased costs to the agency.

Cost to the public and regulated community:
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Ammonia Acute and Chronic Aquatic Life Criteria: 
From KDHE’s analyses, the majority of mechanical 
wastewater treatment plants (WWTP) can meet, with-
out incurring additional costs, the new acute and chron-
ic ammonia limits recommended by the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) in the Aquatic Life Ambient 
Water Quality Criteria for Ammonia-Freshwater 2013. 
Sampling and monitoring is required of mechanical 
WWTP. Additional costs for sample collection and anal-
ysis for ammonia may be incurred if the sampling fre-
quency is increased. Municipalities with WWTP lagoon 
systems may incur a significant financial burden if they 
are required to implement technological and/or mechan-
ical upgrades to meet the new ammonia criteria limits. If 
sampling and monitoring is required by WWTP lagoon 
systems, additional costs may be incurred.

K.A.R. 28-16-28f(d) Variances: If the water quality stan-
dards (WQS) variance regulations are not adopted, sig-
nificant costs could be placed upon the regulated com-
munity because they would not have the flexibility to 
request a WQS variance if needed. For example, if the 
ammonia criteria is approved without the accompanying 
variance provisions, the financial burden of implemen-
tation would significantly impact municipalities with 
wastewater lagoons that cannot meet the new proposed 
ammonia criteria. The state will be able to implement 
the proposed ammonia criteria with minimal financial 
impact on the regulated community with the concurrent 
adoption of the proposed WQS variance regulations and 
the “Multiple-discharger Wastewater Lagoon Ammonia 
Variance” as written in the “Kansas Surface Water Qual-
ity Standards Variance Register.” There may be costs in-
curred by larger waste water treatment lagoon systems 
that do not meet the proposed ammonia criteria and are 
not eligible to receive a variance.

For all other proposed regulatory changes there are no 
known additional costs to the regulated communities or 
the public.

Cost to other governmental agencies or units: There are 
no known additional costs to other governmental agen-
cies or units.

The time period between the publication of this notice 
and the scheduled hearing constitutes a 60-day public 
comment period for the purpose of receiving written 
public comments on the proposed regulations.

Economic Impact: H. Sub for SB 86 imposes registra-
tion fees and permit fees on owners, specifies minimum 
insurance coverage amounts, sets the qualifications for 
inspectors, and increases the retention period for re-
cords. These statutory requirements are likely to have 
an appreciable impact on owners of covered amuse-
ment rides and will result in an annual regulatory cost 
of approximately $307,000. The department does not 
anticipate any appreciable economic impact due to 
compliance with the proposed regulations, K.A.R. 49-
55-1, 49-55-2, 49-55-3, 49-55-4, 49-55-5, 49-55-6, 49-55-8, 
49-55-11, 49-55-12, 49-55-13.

Article 55.—AMUSEMENT RIDE REGULATIONS

49-55-1. Applicability. Unless exempted by the act, 
this article of the department’s regulations shall apply to 
all amusement rides, as defined in K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 44-
1601 and amendments thereto, within the state.

This regulation shall become effective on July 1, 2017. 
(Authorized by and implementing K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 44-
1614, as amended by 2017 H Sub for SB 86, sec. 13; effec-
tive May 28, 2010; amended, T-49-6-27-17, July 1, 2017.)
49-55-2. Definitions. (a) “Act” means the Kansas 

amusement ride act and amendments thereto.
(b) “Amusement ride records” means the following:
(1) The current certification of an inspector’s qualifica-

tions to inspect amusement rides;
(2) the current certificate of inspection signed by a 

qualified inspector;
(3) the current results of nondestructive testing;
(4) each amusement ride manufacturer’s operational 

manual;
(5) each amusement ride manufacturer’s nondestruc-

tive testing recommendations;
(6) each amusement ride manufacturer’s inspection 

guidelines; and
(7) the records required to be maintained in accordance 

with K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 44-1603, and amendments there-
to.

(c) “Permanent amusement ride” means an amusement 
ride, as defined in K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 44-1601 and amend-
ments thereto, that is permanently affixed to the real es-
tate where the amusement ride is operated. A permanent 
amusement ride is not capable of being transported from 
one location to another without significant physical alter-
ation of the location and the amusement ride.

(d) “Reasonable period of time to comply with the pro-
visions of K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 44-1601 et seq., and amend-

ments thereto, and K.S.A. 40-4801 et seq., and amend-
ments thereto” means 30 days after publication of the 
regulations adopted by the secretary pursuant to K.S.A. 
2016 Supp. 44-1614(b), and amendments thereto.

(e) “Temporary amusement ride” means an amuse-
ment ride, as defined in K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 44-1601 and 
amendments thereto, that is movable from location to 
location without significant physical alteration of the lo-
cation and the amusement ride.

This regulation shall become effective on July 1, 2017. 
(Authorized by and implementing K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 44-
1614, as amended by 2017 H Sub for SB 86, sec. 13; effec-
tive May 28, 2010; amended, T-49-6-27-17, July 1, 2017.)
49-55-3. This regulation shall be revoked on and after 

July 1, 2017. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 44-1614; 
implementing K.S.A. 2009 Supp. 44-1602; effective May 
28, 2010; revoked, T-49-6-27-17, July 1, 2017.)
49-55-4. Permit application; certificate of inspection. 

Each application for a permit shall include the following:
(a) The name of the owner and operator of the amuse-

ment ride;
(b) the location of the amusement ride or the location 

where the amusement ride is stored when not in use;
(c) proof of insurance;
(d) certification that the amusement ride meets the 

applicable standards of the American society for testing 
and materials (ASTM) international F24 committee; and

(e) a copy of a valid certificate of inspection for that 
amusement ride. Each certificate of inspection shall pro-
vide an expiration date.

This regulation shall become effective on July 1, 2017.

49-55-6. Record retention. The owner of each amuse-

ment ride shall retain all amusement ride records for a 
period of three years, which shall be grouped according 
to amusement ride. The owner shall retain all amuse-
ment ride records at the location of the amusement ride’s 
operation. The records shall be accessible upon request 
by the department in accordance with K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 
44-1603 and amendments thereto, each person who con-
tracts with the owner for the amusement ride’s opera-
tion, and each operator.

Random selection for com-
pliance audit shall include selecting amusement rides 
from a list of amusement rides that have been issued a 
valid permit by the department and amusement rides 
that are identified on location reports submitted to the 
department in accordance with K.A.R. 49-55-10.

(b) A compliance audit may also be conducted for amuse-
ment rides that are determined to be in need of a compli-
ance audit by the secretary or the secretary’s designee.

Permanent Administrative Regulations

Article 57.—TAX ON CONSUMABLE MATERIAL

92-57-1. Definitions. For purposes of K.S.A. 79-3399 
and amendments thereto and this article of the depart-
ment’s regulations, each of the following terms shall 
have the meaning specified in this regulation:

(a) “Consumer” means a person purchasing or receiv-
ing consumable material for final use.

(b) “Dealing” means engaging in the sale or manufac-
ture of consumable material in Kansas.

(c) “Director” means director of taxation in the Kansas 
department of revenue.

(d) “Distributor” means any of the following:
(1) Any person in Kansas engaged in the business of 

selling or dealing in consumable material who brings, or 
causes to be brought, into Kansas consumable material 
for sale, unless that person is a retail dealer who has pur-
chased the consumable material on a tax-paid basis from 
a distributor;

(2) any person who makes, manufactures, or fabricates 
consumable material for sale in Kansas;

(3) any person outside of Kansas engaged in the busi-
ness of selling or dealing in consumable material who 
ships or transports consumable material to any person in 
the business of selling or dealing in electronic cigarettes 
or consumable material in Kansas; or

(4) any person who has one or more retail dealer estab-
lishments that do either of the following:

(A) Bring or cause to be brought into Kansas consum-
able material for sale by any of those retail dealer estab-
lishments; or

(B) make, manufacture, or fabricate consumable ma-
terial in Kansas for sale in Kansas. However, each per-
son who has a retail dealer establishment from which 
the consumable material is sold to the consumer shall be 
deemed a retail dealer.

(e) “Electronic cigarette” means a battery-powered de-
vice, whether or not the device is shaped like a cigarette, 
that can provide inhaled doses of nicotine by delivering a 
vaporized solution by means of cartridges or other chem-
ical delivery systems.

(f) “Person” means any individual, partnership, soci-
ety, association, joint-stock company, corporation, estate, 
receiver, trustee, assignee, referee, or any other person 
acting in a fiduciary or representative capacity whether 
appointed by a court or otherwise, and any combination

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of these individuals.
(g) “Retail dealer” means a person engaged in the busi-

ness of selling or dealing in consumable material to the 
consumer in Kansas.

(h) “Sale” means any transfer of title or possession or 
both, exchange, barter, or distribution of consumable 
material, with or without consideration.

(i) “Secretary” means secretary of the Kansas depart-
ment of revenue or the secretary’s designee. (Autho-
rized by and implementing K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 79-3399, 
as amended by 2017 Sub for HB 2230, sec. 25; effective 
July 21, 2017.)
92-57-2. Certificate of registration. Each distributor 

shall obtain a certificate of registration issued by the di-
rector before engaging in the business of selling consum-
able material in Kansas. The distributor shall submit an 
application to the department on a form provided by the 
department.

The certificate of registration shall be displayed in a 
conspicuous location at the registered location. (Autho-
rized by and implementing K.S.A. 2016 Supp.  79-3399; 
effective July 21, 2017.)
92-57-3. Imposition of tax. (a) Each distributor who 

first performs any of the following shall pay the tax im-
posed by K.S.A. 79-3399, and amendments thereto:

(1) Brings or causes to be brought into Kansas consum-
able material for sale in Kansas;

(2) makes, manufactures, or fabricates consumable ma-
terial in Kansas for sale in Kansas;

(3) ships or transports consumable material to retail 
dealers in Kansas to be sold by those retail dealers; or

(4) causes consumable material for which the tax has 
not been paid to be brought into Kansas.

(b) Liability for the tax on consumable material shall 
accrue when either of the following conditions is met:

(1) The consumable material is first brought into the 
Kansas for sale within Kansas.

(2) The consumable material is first made, manufac-
tured, or fabricated in Kansas for sale within Kansas.

(c) A transfer of consumable material from one distrib-
utor to another distributor shall not relieve the distribu-
tor who first brought or caused the consumable material 
to be brought into Kansas from the tax liability.

(d) Each retail dealer shall purchase consumable ma-
terial only from a registered distributor. (Authorized by 
and implementing K.S.A. 2016 Supp. 79-3399; effective 
July 21, 2017.)
92-57-4. Books, records, and other documents re-

quired of distributor or retail dealer; access to premis-
es. (a) Each distributor and each retail dealer shall keep 
in each place of business complete and accurate books, 
records, and other documents for that place of business, 
including itemized invoices of the following:

(1) All consumable material held, purchased, made, 
manufactured, fabricated, or brought or caused to be 
brought into Kansas or shipped or transported to retail 
dealers in Kansas; and

(2) all sales of consumable material.
Each distributor shall show the name and address of 

each purchaser, registration number if applicable, and 
any other documents relating to the purchase and the sale 

of or dealing in consumable material. Itemized invoices 
shall be made for all consumable material transferred to 
other retail dealer establishments owned or controlled by 
that distributor. All books, records, and other documents 
required shall be retained and maintained for at least 
three years after the date of the entries appearing in the 
books, records, and other documents, unless the direc-
tor, in writing, authorizes the destruction or disposal of 
these books, records, and other documents at an earlier 
date. These books, records, and other documents may be 
maintained in an electronic format.

(b) At any time during regular business hours, any au-
thorized agents or employees of the director may enter 
any place of business of a distributor or retail dealer and 
inspect the premises, the books, records, or other docu-
ments and the consumable material contained there, to 
determine whether the distributor or retail dealer is in 
compliance with all the provisions of the act and this ar-
ticle of the department’s regulations. Refusal to permit 
an inspection by an authorized agent or employee of the 
director shall be grounds for revocation of any registra-
tion held by the distributor or retail dealer.

(c) Each person who sells consumable material to any 
person other than a consumer shall create with each sale 
an itemized invoice showing the seller’s name and ad-
dress, the purchaser’s name and address, the purchaser’s 
registration number if applicable, the date of the sale, 
the number of milliliters of consumable material, and all 
prices and discounts. The person selling or dealing in the 
consumable material shall retain and maintain a legible 
copy of each invoice for three years after the date of sale. 
These records may be maintained in an electronic format.

(d) Each distributor and each retail dealer shall obtain 
and maintain itemized invoices of all consumable mate-
rial purchased. The distributor or retail dealer shall re-
tain and maintain a legible copy of each invoice for three 
years after the date of purchase. Invoices shall be avail-
able for inspection by authorized agents or employees of 
the director at the distributor’s or retail dealer’s place of 
business. These records may be maintained in an elec-
tronic format. (Authorized by and implementing K.S.A. 
2016 Supp. 79-3399; effective July 21, 2017.)
92-57-5. Monthly tax returns; remittance of tax; 

deficiencies. (a) On or before the twentieth day of each 
month, each distributor shall file a tax return with the 
director, showing the following:

(1) The number of milliliters of consumable material 
brought, or caused to be brought, into Kansas for sale; 
and

(2) the number of milliliters of consumable material 
made, manufactured, or fabricated in Kansas for sale in 
Kansas during the preceding month.

(b) Each registered distributor outside Kansas shall file 
a tax return showing the number of milliliters of consum-
able material shipped or transported to retail dealers in 
Kansas to be sold by those retail dealers, during the pre-
ceding month.

(c) Each tax return shall be submitted upon forms pre-
scribed by the director. Each tax return shall be accompa-
nied by a remittance for the distributor’s full tax liability.

(d) As soon as practicable after any tax return is filed, 
the director shall examine the return. If the director finds 
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that the tax return is incorrect and any amount of tax due 
from the distributor is unpaid, the director shall notify 
the distributor of the deficiency. If a deficiency disclosed 
by the director’s examination cannot be allocated to a 
particular month or months, the director may notify the 
distributor that a deficiency exists and state the amount 

of tax due. (Authorized by and implementing K.S.A. 2016 
Supp. 79-3399; effective July 21, 2017.)
