The proposed amendments to this regulation revoke the 
regulation as such certification is no longer required fol-
lowing amendments to Kansas’ Renewable Energy Stan-
dards Act.

The Commission does not anticipate an economic im-
pact resulting from the adoption of the proposed edits to 
this existing regulation.
