One power pole is to be removed and relocated out-
side the track grading limits as part of the contrac-
tor scope.

The Kansas Department of Agriculture (Department)
is proposing four new regulations and amendments to
two existing regulations for the administration of the
Kansas Seed Law, K.S.A. 2-1415 et seq., and amendments
thereto. The proposed new regulations would imple-
ment revisions that were made to the Kansas Seed Law
during the 2022 Legislative Session, while the proposed
amendments simply implement minor clarifications. A
summary of the proposed regulations is as follows:

The proposed amendment to K.A.R. 4-2-1 revises an
outdated reference to the Kansas State Board of Agricul-
ture to refer to the Kansas Department of Agriculture;

K.AR. 4-2-8a is a proposed new regulation that pro-
vides that the term “noxious weed seed” used in K.A.R.
4-2-8 refers to prohibited weed seed, noxious weed seed,
and restricted weed seed as those terms are defined in
K.S.A. 2-1415, and amendments thereto;

K.AR. 4-2-8b is a proposed new regulation that pro-
vides that an analysis conducted by a person other than
an authorized representative of the Department may be
considered as evidence that a violation of the Kansas
Seed Law has been remedied following the issuance of a
stop sale order pursuant to K.5.A. 2-1423(c), and amend-
ments thereto, but that the analysis conducted by an au-

thorized representative of the Department is to be the

official analysis upon which a determination of whether
a violation of the Kansas Seed Law has occurred,;

K.AR. 4-2-9a is a proposed new regulation that estab-
lishes the species of weeds whose seeds are considered
restricted weed seeds and establishes the permissible
rate per pound at which such weed seeds may be pres-
ent in agricultural seed. The list of restricted weed seeds
contained in this regulation is largely the same as the list
of restricted weed seeds that was previously contained
in K.S.A. 2-1415, and amendments thereto, with the ad-
dition of Caucasian bluestem and yellow bluestem to the
restricted weed seed list;

K.AR. 4-2-9b is a proposed new regulation that estab-
lishes the species of weeds whose seeds are considered
prohibited weed seeds and provides that such weed
seeds are not to be present in agricultural seed in any
amount. Prohibited weed seeds include Texas blueweed,
Columbus grass, and any weed species whose seeds can-
not be distinguished from Johnsongrass seed. This regu-
lation presents no practical changes to the Kansas Seed
Law, as agricultural seed containing the seeds of these
species in any amount was previously prohibited from
being offered for sale by K.S.A. 2-1421, and amendments
thereto; and

K.AR. 4-2-14 is an existing regulation that provides
that agricultural seed that is exposed in a salesroom,
storeroom, warehouse, or other place where seed is sold
for sowing purposes is to be offered or exposed for sale
unless the seed is clearly labeled otherwise. The pro-
posed amendment to this regulation clarifies that such
labels must also be permanent.

The proposed rules and regulations do not exceed any
requirements of federal law. Federal law does not im-
pose any significant requirements substantially similar
to those contained in these regulations, as federal law
in the area of agricultural seed deals primarily with the
importation of seed into the United States and with seed
moved in interstate commerce. The overall approach tak-
en by contiguous states in regulating agricultural seed
is similar to the approach taken by these regulations,
with the major difference being that contiguous states do
not restrict the number of Caucasian or yellow bluestem
seeds that are permitted in agricultural seed.

These regulations will not significantly restrict busi-
ness activities or growth. The only change imposed by
these regulations that has the potential to have a prac-
tical effect on the agricultural seed industry is the addi-
tion of Caucasian bluestem and yellow bluestem seeds
to the list of restricted weed seeds in K.A.R. 4-2-9a. With
that regulation in place, agricultural seed producers will
have to ensure that Caucasian bluestem and yellow blue-
stem seeds are not present in quantities greater than the
allowed tolerance in seed they intend to offer for sale.
However, producers are already required to remove the
seeds that were previously designated prohibited weed
seeds from seed offered for sale and to ensure that re-
stricted weed seeds present in seed offered for sale do
not exceed existing tolerances. As such, agricultural seed
producers should already have the necessary equipment
and personnel to perform this task. Accordingly, any
additional costs imposed on affected business by these
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regulations will be minimal. Making Caucasian bluestem
and yellow bluestem restricted weed seeds has the po-
tential to benefit certain sectors of the agricultural and
tourism economies of the state long-term by helping to
reduce the presence within the state of these highly inva-
sive weed species, which harm native grass species and
negatively impact the biodiversity of Kansas prairies.

The proposed rules and regulations will not increase or
decrease revenues of cities, counties or school districts, or
impose functions or responsibilities on cities, counties or
school districts that will increase expenditures or fiscal li-
ability. The Department sent letters to the League of Kan-
sas Municipalities, Kansas Association of Counties, and
the Kansas Association of School Boards requesting in-
put as to the effect of the proposed rules and regulations
on those entities. To date, neither the Kansas Association
of Counties or the Kansas League of Municipalities has
responded to that inquiry. The Kansas Association of
School Boards did respond and reported that it expects
no impact to that organization as a result of the proposed
regulations.

In developing the proposed regulations, the Depart-
ment also sought input from the Kansas Seed Improve-
ment Association, the Kansas Corn Growers Association,
the Kansas Soybean Association, Kansas Grain Sorghum,
the Kansas Grain and Feed Association, the Kansas
Wheat Alliance, and Kansas Farm Bureau.

To provide all parties an opportunity to present their
views, it may be necessary to request that each partici-
pant limit any oral presentation to five minutes. This reg-
ulation is proposed for adoption on a permanent basis. A
summary of the proposed regulation and the economic
impact follows:

The Kansas Department of Agriculture (KDA) is pro-
posing revisions to K.A.R. 4-7-716 to update references
to the current Grade A Pasteurized Milk Ordinance, the
current Methods of Making Sanitation Ratings of Milk
Shippers, the current Procedures Governing the Coop-
erative State Public Health Service/Food and Drug Ad-
ministration Program of the National Conference on
Interstate Milk Shipments, and the current Evaluation
of Milk Laboratories documents. These Food and Drug
Administration documents are the standards that are ad-
opted and used by state departments of agriculture dairy
programs to ensure public health compliance in the pro-
duction, transportation and processing of milk and dairy
products. While these regulations are not mandated by
the federal government, they are necessary if the state
wishes to ship milk interstate under state inspection and
K.S.A. 65-775 requires that the Secretary promulgate reg-
ulations that conform, insofar as possible, with the pas-
teurized milk ordinance, and the policies adopted by the
interstate milk shippers conference. The updates to these
adoptions by reference do not change the scope or intent
of the current regulation and simply reflect changes to
dairy industry practices, technology, and science.

The proposed regulation is not mandated by the feder-
al government, and the adopted standards do not exceed
any requirements of the federal government. The Food
and Drug Administration documents adopted by refer-
ence are the standards that are adopted by every state
dairy program to ensure public health compliance. If the
most current versions of these documents are not adopt-
ed into the state Dairy Law, it may impose an embargo
on Kansas products.

The proposed regulation does not significantly change
the existing requirements imposed on the Kansas dairy
industry. KDA does not anticipate that the proposed
regulation will significantly enhance or restrict business
activity or growth in Kansas or present significant im-
plementation and compliance costs to any of the state’s
businesses, sectors, public utility ratepayers, individuals,
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or local governments. The proposed regulation will have
no effect or a very minimal effect on the state economy as
a whole. The benefits of the proposed regulation signifi-
cantly outweigh the costs because the proposed updates
allow Kansas to be consistent with other states’” regula-
tions, meet FDA requirements, and allow for interstate
movement of Kansas produced or processed milk.

KDA does not anticipate that the proposed regulation
will significantly increase or decrease revenues of cities,
counties, or school districts, or impose functions or re-
sponsibilities on cities, counties or school districts that
will increase their expenditures or fiscal liability. Letters
of request were sent to the League of Kansas Municipal-
ities, the Kansas Association of School Boards, and the
Kansas Association of Counties. No responses were re-
ceived from those entities.

KDA also consulted with the regulated public by sub-
mitting letters to all license holders and stakeholders,
including the Kansas Livestock Association, the Kansas
Dairy Association, and the Kansas Farm Bureau describ-
ing the proposed changes to the Kansas Dairy Law.

Any individual with a disability may request accom-
modations to participate in the public hearing and may
request the proposed regulation and the economic im-
pact statement in an accessible format. Requests for ac-

2023 Kansas State Fair second-chance
drawing. (a) The Kansas lottery may conduct a second-
chance drawing in conjunction with the Kansas State Fair
event giving away five $500 cash prizes. The drawing
will be on September 21, 2023, and the winners will be
announced on September 22, 2023.

(b) To enter the drawing, a player shall purchase one or
more Kansas lottery tickets with a total value of at least
$20 in a single transaction at the Kansas lottery’s selling
location at the Kansas State Fair. A player may purchase

lottery products during the hours the Kansas lottery sell-

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ing location at the Kansas State Fair is open each day to
the public beginning September 8, 2023, through Sep-
tember 17, 2023. For each qualifying purchase, the player
will be given an official entry form by the representative
selling the ticket(s). A player shall complete the entry
form in a legible manner and deposit the entry form into
receptacles designated for the purpose of this drawing
no later than 2:00 p.m. on September 17, 2023. Only one
name shall appear on an eligible entry.

(c) After the close of entries, the entry forms shall be
transported by Kansas lottery security officials, or securi-
ty designee as appointed by the security person on duty,
in a sealed container from the selling location at the Kan-
sas State Fair to Kansas lottery headquarters and secured
until the drawing occurs.

(d) On the designated date, the drawing shall be con-
ducted by a drawing official designated by the executive
director of the Kansas lottery in accordance with the
Kansas lottery’s established drawing procedures.

Five entries shall be drawn. The person whose name
appears on each valid entry drawn shall be the winner
of a prize described in these rules. After five entries have
been drawn and verified as valid, five more valid entries
will be drawn, one at a time, which entries drawn will
serve as alternate entries. The alternate entries will be
marked in the order drawn, 1A, 2A, 3A, 4A, and 5A.

Each person who is selected as a prize winner in the
drawing described above, will be sent an email with an
electronic claim form attached, followed by the same doc-
umentation sent by U.S. mail. That winner must return
his or her completed claim form, electronically, by U.S.
mail, or hand-delivered to the Kansas lottery claims cen-
ter, and the claim form must be received by the Kansas
lottery within 14 days following the date the winners are
announced. If the prize winner cannot be located, is de-
clared ineligible, or fails to return the completed claim
form in the allotted time, the prize will be awarded to
an alternate winner. In the event an alternate winner is
awarded a prize, that alternate winner must return his or
her completed claim form, electronically, by U.S. mail, or
hand-delivered, and the claim form must be received by
the Kansas lottery within 14 calendar days following the
date the alternate winner was sent a claim form electroni-
cally or by U. S. mail or another alternate will be selected
until all alternates are exhausted. The Kansas lottery is not
responsible for electronic malfunction or player error.

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Article 18.— GENERIC PLAYER
LOYALTY CLUB RULES

111-18-2. Definitions. Unless otherwise provided in
these regulations, all definitions contained in the Kansas
lottery act shall apply to all regulations in this section
and K.A.R. 111-19-1 et seq.

(a) “Account,” “PlayOn account,” or “player loyalty
account” refers to a record of a member’s point activity.

(b) “APP” or “app” means a self-contained program or
piece of software designed to fulfill a particular purpose
such as an application downloaded by a user to a mobile
device.

(c) “Challenges” refers to activities set forth in the play-
er loyalty program which gives players the opportunity
to earn points.

(d) “Collecting Points” means the accumulation of
points in a player’s loyalty program account.

(e) “Download” means to copy data from one related
computer system to another, typically over the Internet.

(f) “Drawing” or “online drawing” means the act of
drawing or selecting winners by means of an electronic
drawing or other method from among the entries that
were entered for prizes.

(g) “Free Points Awards” means points collected by a
player which are distributed from time to time from the
player loyalty program as a bonus without requiring the
player to earn the points.

(h) “Game ticket code(s)” refers to a draw game web-
code or instant ticket code printed on Kansas lottery tick-
et products which can be entered by a member for the
purpose of collecting points in the Kansas lottery’s player
loyalty program.

(i) “Instant Ticket Code” refers to the code printed on
Kansas lottery instant game tickets which is used by the
member as a game ticket code.

(j) “Member” or “members” refers to a Kansas lottery
player(s) who has completed a member profile, agreed
to the terms of service, and is registered to participate in
PlayOn.

(k) “Member Profile” refers to the personal data and
releases that are collected from the player who joins the
players loyalty program and which may serve as verifica-
tion that a player is at least 18 years of age.

(I) “Mobile device” means a portable computing de-
vice, including but not limited to a smartphone or tablet.

(m) “Online entry” or “online entries” means the meth-
od of entering a contest, game, drawing, promotion or
other event sponsored by the Kansas lottery’s player loy-
alty program by entering a ticket number or code elec-
tronically rather than via a physical ticket.

(n) “Non-winning ticket(s)” means any Kansas lottery
ticket specifically designated by the Kansas lottery which
is not a winner of any prize for the game in which it was
originally eligible.

(o) “Player(s) Loyalty Program” refers to the Kansas
lottery’s online loyalty program where a player can seek
information and participate in activities, promotions and
services related to the program including, but not limited
to the opportunity to collect points by submitting eligi-
ble Kansas lottery game ticket codes. The players loyalty
program can be accessed through the Kansas lottery’s
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website or any mobile version or mobile application (re-
lated apps) offered by the Kansas lottery.

(p) “PlayOn” refers to the name of the Kansas lottery’s
player loyalty program, and which is a registered trade-
mark of Pollard Banknote Limited used under license.

(q) “Points” refers to a variable number value system
as set forth in the guidelines of the player loyalty pro-
gram which are distributed to a player loyalty account.
Points are collected by a member and used to participate
in drawings, and other promotional offers as provided
by the player loyalty program.

(r) “Random number generator” or “RNG” means the
drawing machine or equipment used to randomly select
the drawing winners.

(s) “Redemption of Points” means the act of a member
releasing or using his or her points accumulated in the
player’s respective player loyalty account in exchange
for the opportunity to enter a drawing or to obtain other
prizes or other promotional opportunities as set forth in
the guidelines of the players loyalty program.

(t) “Registration” means the act of creating an official
record in PlayOn by completing a member profile in-
cluding the required fields and agreeing to the terms and
conditions of PlayOn.

(u) “Rewards” refers to the prize or entry given to a
member in exchange for point redemption.

(v) “Rewards Catalog” refers to a listing of prizes avail-
able to be selected by a member upon the redemption of
points.

(w) “Second-chance drawings” or “second-chance
prizes” refers to prizes later awarded in drawings that
are entered from winning or non-winning tickets that
were sold for a specific promotion.

(x) “Terms and Conditions” means the arrangements
and conditions set out by the Kansas lottery in PlayOn to
which a member agrees upon registration.

(y) “URL” means a location or address identifying
where documents can be found on the Internet.

(z) “Webcode” refers to the code printed on Kansas lot-
tery draw game tickets which is used by the member as
a game ticket code.

(aa) “Winning ticket” means any Kansas lottery ticket
specifically designated by the Kansas lottery which is a
winner of any prize for the game in which it was eligible.

(bb) “www kslottery.com” refers to the Kansas lottery’s
website where a player can join the Kansas lottery’s play-
er loyalty program. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2022 Supp.
74-8710 and 74-8748; implementing K.S.A. 2022 Supp.
74-8710; effective, T-111-2-24-17, Jan. 11, 2017; amended,
T-111-8-1-23, July 12, 2023.)

111-18-3. PlayOn program overview; registration.
(a) The PlayOn program shall be administered by Pollard
Banknote Limited or a third party vendor approved by
the Kansas lottery. PlayOn can be accessed through the
Kansas lottery’s website at www kslottery.com or any
mobile version of PlayOn or mobile application which
allows access to PlayOn. PlayOn offers Kansas lottery
players various opportunities to earn and collect points
which can be used to participate in drawings and other
promotional opportunities.

(b) Any natural person, at least 18 years of age and who
is a bona fide resident of the United States or a United
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States territory, is eligible to join PlayOn through the
registration process which requires a player to complete
a member profile and provide personal information, in-
cluding but not limited to age verification. Members may
be required to provide a physical address for shipping
certain prizes or whenever required by the Kansas lot-
tery for drawing, security, or other related purposes.

(c) Members can earn points by submitting eligible Kan-
sas lottery ticket product code entries on the PlayOn site or
mobile application and by participating in challenges and
other activities or through free points awards offered by
the Kansas lottery. A member is limited to entering a total
of 50 tickets per calendar day, which includes game tickets
for any second-chance drawing promotion.

(d) Members can use points to participate in drawings
and other promotional offers provided by PlayOn.

(e) Points have no monetary or property value and
shall not necessarily be associated with the face value of
tickets.

(f) Point value will be revealed upon the successful
submission of each eligible ticket or completion of a pro-
motion or activity. Each eligible ticket has a point value
based upon a range of values assigned by the Kansas lot-
tery and is subject to change.

(g) Points are not transferable for any reason, includ-
ing upon the death of a member or in a domestic dispute
matter. Point balances from more than one account shall
not be combined.

(h) Each member shall be responsible to ensure that his
or her account points are properly credited. A member
may submit a claim by email via the PlayOn “Contact &
Support” link within five days of the date of claimed ac-
crual of points; otherwise, such claims are null and void.

(i) Members are solely responsible for all activity on
their accounts and for the security of their computer sys-
tems.

(j) Members shall be responsible for ensuring that the
contact information provided for the account is current
and valid. Failure to keep such information updated may
result in forfeiture of prizes or disqualification from the
PlayOn program.

(k) A member shall utilize no more than one single ac-
tive PlayOn account.

(I) An account shall be deemed inactive if there has not
been any activity associated with such account during
the previous 365 days.

(m) Members enrolled in PlayOn are subject at all
times to the terms and conditions, privacy policy, Kansas
lottery rules, regulations, policies, directives, and proce-
dures, the Kansas lottery act, and other applicable laws.

(p) Participation in PlayOn shall be voluntary and con-
ditioned upon acceptance, without modification, of the
terms and conditions and certification of eligibility re-
quirements set forth in applicable regulations.

(q) Any activities associated with PlayOn shall be void

where prohibited by law.

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(r) All questions or disputes regarding eligibility for
any PlayOn activities or member compliance shall be re-
solved by the Kansas lottery in its sole discretion.

(s) The Kansas lottery may send emails that include in-
formation that the Kansas lottery believes members may
be interested in as a PlayOn member, including emails to
reset passwords, account activity, and program updates.

(t) Members may discontinue receiving emails by opt-
ing out or cancelling their PlayOn membership. Upon
cancellation of a PlayOn account, the cancelling member
shall no longer have access to any PlayOn areas of the
Kansas lottery website and related apps, and any points
accrued to date of cancellation shall be forfeited.

(u) Members shall be responsible for the payment of
any and all applicable taxes which may result from par-
ticipation in any PlayOn activities and/or promotions un-
less those taxes are paid by the Lottery as part of a prize.

(v) Any content available on the PlayOn website and re-
lated apps which is owned by the Kansas lottery or other
third parties is protected by copyrights, trademarks, and
other intellectual property rights.

(w) A player must be a member of PlayOn to be eligible
to participate in drawings, activities, and events spon-
sored by the player loyalty program.

(x) All information posted by a member in the Play-
On program becomes the property of the Kansas lottery
to use as it deems necessary. Any re-use of information
does not entitle a member to any future compensation.

(y) Prizes will be issued in the winner’s name only. The
winner is the name that was entered during the PlayOn
registration. (Authorized by K.S.A. 2022 Supp. 74-8710
and 74-8748; implementing K.S.A. 2022 Supp. 74-8710;
effective, T-111-2-24-17, Jan. 11, 2017; amended, T-111-6-
20-22, June 8, 2022; amended, T-111-8-1-23, July 12, 2023.)

111-18-5. Drawings. (a) Following the close of draw-
ing entries, a random number generator will be used to
select winners of prizes.

(b) Drawing prizes may be cash or other prizes includ-
ing second-chance prizes.

(c) All drawings shall be held under the supervision
of Kansas lottery security staff members. Drawings may
be conducted by Kansas lottery staff or vendor staff, at a
location determined by the Kansas lottery. The drawings
shall be conducted pursuant to written procedures de-
veloped by the Kansas lottery and approved by the exec-
utive director of the Kansas lottery.

(d) Persons interested in attending drawings are in-
vited to receive detailed information by contacting the
Kansas lottery director of security either by telephone,
email, or by postal mail to: Security director, Kansas lot-
tery, 128 North Kansas Avenue, Topeka, Kansas 66603.
Requests to witness a drawing must be received by the
Kansas lottery security director no less than 24 hours
in advance of the drawing. Persons attending drawings
conducted by the Kansas lottery must show valid pho-
to identification and be supervised by a member of the
Kansas lottery security division or a security designee
during the drawing.

(e) A PlayOn member must be opted in for email in-
cluding emails to reset password, account activity, and
program updates to be eligible to be a drawing winner of
the player loyalty program.
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(f) Each person who enters a drawing agrees to release
the Kansas lottery and its respective officers, directors,
employees, agents, and sponsors from liability of any
kind or nature for any loss, claims, damages, illness, or
injuries of any kind associated with participation in the
drawing or with acceptance and use of any prize.

(g) The Kansas lottery reserves the right to substitute
prizes at its sole and total discretion of approximate
equal value.

(h) A selected entry in a drawing will be reviewed by
Kansas lottery security staff or designated vendor staff
under Kansas lottery supervision to determine whether
the entry meets qualifications for the drawing. If the en-
trant is declared to be an eligible entry, the entrant will
be contacted via email address, telephone, and/or mail-
ing address provided by the member’s account and must
present acceptable matching identification of his or her
registration information including verification of age el-
igibility prior to being awarded a prize.

sas lottery claims center in Topeka, Kansas, during the
hours the claim center is open for business.
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(p) If a player fails to answer any email, respond to any
request for information, or fill out any forms required by
